Agitation aprninKt the colored
troops has been entirely the result of
certain newspapers to get up a sensa-lio-

This Fensational journalism is
doing a great injury to the people of our
elate and city. The articles in question
arc commented upon with pieat joy bv
the Southern newspapers as jutifyin
the at and taken by the people in "that
section towards the colored troops. I
am moved to writ this word to joii
because it is utated in some of the pa-

pers that the strot railroad company
tiere Is contemplating putting into ser-
vice the "Jim Crow' cars. This
statement is entirely untrue. In fact,
not one person has come to our company
and asked for auch cars. Such action
has nevi'r even been aiic''et.ed to us.
