Dr. Woods Hutchinson, ieortoclast-in-ordinar- y

to the medical profession, as
usual upsets our previous ideas of bodily
health in an article in Woman's Home
Companion for August. Doctor Hutchin-
son has a faculty for restoring to lis
our t, and assuring s that,
left alone, we are not such'idots, after
all. In this particular article, for in-

stance, he points out thnt the idea of
eating little in the summer-tim- e is a
fallacy. Of breakfaw, for instance, he
says:

"It i customary to make the first
meal of the clay slightly the lightest
and distinctly the plainest and simplest
of the three. If there be any deficiency
of the appetite, breakfast is the meal at.
which this is most likely to show itself.
But this lack of appetite is in nine.r ..u
out of ten clearly traceable to sleeping
in an tmventilated room or to lute hours
in foul air (he night before, or to insuf-
ficient exercises the preceding day, and
is no indication that the body really re-

quires less food at this time. Perfectly
healthy men who sleep with their win-
dows open and go to bed at a reasonable
hour will tell you that they enjoy their
breakfast as well as any other meal of
the day, and many even call it their best
meal.

"Another popular delusion in regard
to the lightness and unimportance of
the breakfast is that wide-sprea- d subter-
fuge, the 'continental breakfast,' con-

sisting of a cup of eoil'ee and borne fruit
or a single roll. Tina is a very pretty
breakfast as far as it goes, but it doesn't
go fur; and the sole basis for i!s adop-
tion on the coutiutnt is that it is duly
intended as a tcmpnttry tide-ove- until
the real breakfast of meat, eggs, fish,
with beer or wine, which is taken at
about ten or eleven o clock, like a very
early luncheon. If you haven't a good
appetite for breakfa-t- , make it your
business to go and get one, instead of
allowing yourself to be blinded by the
morbid state of affairs and deriding that-al-

you really need is a cup of eolTce
and a roll or an orange or a puu" of
breakfast-bran.- "

a Royal Hart

A stag and his antlers are almost as

inseparable in the mind of the fports-ma- n

as in tha mind of one to whom
deer stalking is nothing but a name.
Yet there are not only horness varieties
of the family Cervidae, but not a few
members of the great red deer group
are found to have been denuded by na-

ture as well as by accident of the crown-

ing glories of their race and sex.
SUgs wihont horns ar called Hura-mi- e

stags, and they are far from being
the helpless creatures one might reason-

ably have imagined them. They have
been known to fight and to conquer heav.
ily antlcred stags of their own weight.

Th appendages known as antlers are
so far from being universal among the
cervine tribes that naturalists prefer to
rely upon other characteristic in their
delinitions of the several families and
groups. But a hornli's stag is so far
an exception that the system of judging
the merit of the stalkers' spoil by the
character of the head and the numher of
the tines or points is certainly the best
that, could be devised.

Many years ago an antler with fifteen
points was dug up from an Irish bog.
Assuming an equal number on the ant-
ler that was missing, the mighty hart-t-

which the horns belonged wosld have
been a stag not of twelve or thirteen, but
of thirty points. Such prizes are not,
however, nowadays likely to fall into
the lap 'of the Scottish deer stalkers,
still less will they be able to send to
the stuiTer such magnificent examples
as those which may be found in many
an old German schloss.

The continental deer have always been
more heavily antlered than the Uritsh,
a fact whii may partly be accounted
for by their h.iA'ing acess to much better
feeding than they are able to procure in
Scotland. Put remembering that head
of eighteen and twenty points have been
killed in this country, it seems quite

that any bead with tines in ex-
cess of the "royal" should be distin-
guished by a special designation.

There is some dillerence of opinion as
to what constitutes a royal hart. Strict-
ly speaking, the head should not only
possess "brow," "bay" and "tay," anil
three on tbe op, but thes las three
the "sur royals," as they are culled
should form cups in order to qualify the
head as "royal." The more' generally
accepted proposition, that a royal brad
is a bead of twelve tines, is 'however,
also tho most convenient in the award-
ing of honors where honors are due.
