INSECT STINGS.

Dangerous Always and Especially
When One le Run Down.

Btlnpa and bite of insects are ex-

tremely dangerous at all time and
especially wben the system is not io a
condition to renist the polsoo Injected.

Is many lo sects tbe nature of tbe
potooB baa not been ascertained, while
in most of tbero it is of an acid. Irri-

tant nature, in others It may contain a

powerful cardiac sedative and depres-
sant, and to stlli others onanisms in

pure or mixed culturea may be intro-
duced with tbe sting or bite. Apart
from tbe naturul poleou used by in-

sects it should not be forgotten that
flies and other insects tbat live on
carrion may easily carry coutaglon
and Inoculate tbe persons whom tbey
bite or sting.

In tbe case of ordinary bites and
stings tbe chemical antidote is an
alkaline solution, sncb as a strong so
lution of bicarbonate of soda or pot
aab, which counteracts tbe acid of the
sting. Suction at tbe wound io all
these varieties of stings and bites will
draw out some of tbe poison and until
some antitoxin treatment can be found
which will prove an antidote to the
bacterial polsoo Introduced little can
be done beyond a stimulating and sup-

porting treatment with attention to

symptoms. Health.

Old Mall Box.
Among tbe treasures held by the

Antiquarian society in Portsmouth.
N. II., there Is an old box tbe history
of whlcb Is given on a label wblcb it
bears. Tbe box ia of tin. painted
green, and shows signs of much usage.
wbich is not surprising wben one con
slders that It carried tbe United States
mall between Portsmouth and Boston
during the Revolution. It is about
nine Inches long, four and a balf
Inches wide and a little more tbau
that In height. It was carried on
horseback by Captain John Woble,

otherwise known as Deacon Noble.
who was post rider until 17S3. This
box contained all tbe mall and made
every week one round trip, occupying
three days in the Journey from Ports-
mouth to Boftoo tbe first of the week
and three days nt tbe end of tbe week
from Boston to Portsmouth. Tbe dis
tance between the two places is a lit
tie more than fifty miles.
