He who owns
land and is Indifferent to this la frul'ty
of a moral wrong, and be who takes
good land out of commission and suf-
fers It to Ue unproductive and useless
Is guilty of a greater one. This is the
only criterion by which we can prop
erly Judge of the right of an- Individual
to own land In large tracts.

The good results attendant opoo
mall Individual holdings are natural.

The purpose of nature ia the upward
evolation of men are usually better
carried ont in this way, and not be
cause, as is eo frerjnently argued,
every man has an inherent right to )ta
ownership. The laiy, the incapable
and the densely Ignorant assuredly
have no auch right, and land Is too
precious and Irs mission too high to be
thus wasted.

If the owner of a great country es-

tate can farm bis land as well as or
better than if It were In small hold-

ings; if. following the precept of Swift,
be mode two ears of corn or two
blades of grass grow where ooe grew
before; If he supply his section with a

better breed of hersee, cattle or sheep,
well and good. No one with any
knowledge of economics could say he
was doing any injury to the world or
mankind. It is not tae amount of land
that he owns, but wbst he does with
it for which he te morally responsible.

THE EMPEROR PENGUIN.

Kur Way of This Great Polar Bird
I and Us Young.
"Not many birds undertake to lay

their eggs In the darkneM of a polar
winter, nor do many birds, appear to
think that sea ice W the moat attrac-
tive ground to lit on.

"When ia addition to thte," write
Edornud A. WiUoa la "The Voyage of
the Discovery," "we find the emperor
penguin Latching eut Its chirk iu the
coldest month of the whole arrtaretio
year, wheu the mean temperature for
the mouth ia 13 degrees below zer, 7H
and the mlnat&aiB may fall toOS de-

grees, I think we may rightly consider
the bird to be eccentric.

"The emperor penguin stands arly
four feet bigh and weighs upward of
eighty to nicety pounds. He is an ex-

ceedingly handsome bird, with a rich
black bead, a bluish gray back and
wings, a lrmoa yellow breast, with a
aatinlike gloss on the feathers and a
brilliant patch of orange eu the neck
and lower blil.

"His movements are slow and atate- -

ly, and the dignity of his appearance
is much Increased by the upritfbt car-

riage of his bead and bill.
"His voice ia lend and trumpst-lik- e

and rings out in the pack ice with a
note of defiance that makes one feel
man is the real intruder. Penguins
have no fear, but aa abundance of

and will walk np to a
buinrm being and stand In a, ring
around him, with an occasional remark
from oue to the other, dusetws-in- no
doubt the nature ef this new and up-

right neighbor.
"The method ensployed by tha em

peror penguin for carrying t&e egg
aud chick upon Ws feet ia shared alto
by the king penguin of the cubant-arett- e

area, as we saw in our visit to
their rook odes in the Mtcquarie a.

"The king pengnln we saw aa h eat
la mud and puddles, with his single
egg upon his feet, and now wa saw
the emperor penguin doing precisely
the aatne thing with hia Rlngle chicken
to keep it off the ice, aud we are
agreed that tha term poiKh, which has
been used in this connection, is one
which not only does not describe the
matter, but is anatomically wrong and
misleading.

"The single egg, or the chick, aits
resting on the dorsum of the foot,
wedged in between 'the logs and the
lower abdomen, and over it falls a fold
of heavily feathered skin, which is
very looxe, and can completely coTer
up and hide the etrg or chirk from
view. When the chick is hungry or
Inquisitive, It pokes out from under
the material (or paternal) lappet a
r'pbnld downy bead of black aud
white, omitting Ite shrill and persist-
ent pipe until the mother (or the fa-

ther fills It np.
