Said to Have Started From

Spitsbergen

IN A BALLOON ON AUG. 16

He Had a Favorable Wind Exlorer Had

Predicted Voyage Could Be Made

in Three Days Hai a Wireless

Outfit

Parit, Aug. 20. A special dispatch ha a

been received hero from Triet saying
that according to a telegram receive,!

from the captain of the Italian steamer

Thalia, now at Ilammerfegt, Norway,
Walter Wellman left Spitsbergen Aug.
18 in hii dirigible balloon, bound for the
North Pole. lie had a favorable wind
when the atart was made.

Arctic explorers and balloonista have
united in regarding Wellman'a plan of

reaching the polo by airship as chimeri-

cal, bnt he has persisted in hia belief
that only in this way can the crowning
mystery of the north be aolved. He
ia no novice in Arctic exploration, hav-

ing ("pent three Mimmers and one winter
in the Arctic regions, not to speak of
the two preceding, but futile, attempts
with the balloon America, on which he

made this attempt. According to the
lateot information from Spitzbergen, the
start wa made three daya ago. Mr.
Wellman ha always held that the voy-ag- e

ought not to take more than three

days at the outside, although he Carrie

provisions for, three month. Further-
more, as he expected to be in constant
touch by wireless with the. great north-

ern wireless stations, some intelligence
should have reached the world by this
time if he ha been afloat three day,
according to the latest dispatch from

Spitzbergen.
Whether he meets with success or

failure, however, the aerialisU declare
that h has made the attempt with the
most complete equipment ever secured
for such a voyage. They do not quar-
rel with the character of hia craft, but

point out that if he does succeed he

must break all existing records of aerial

navigation, and break them under condi-

tions which would seem to make a suc-

cessful flight impossible. The balloon
American is HU feet long and has ft

lifting capacity of eight tons. Practical-

ly all of this weight is carried by the

ship, although Wellman expected to

lighten ship, as- the chill of the Arctic
forced the condensation of the hydrogen
which lie tieed to inflate the great en-

velope.
The balloon is a dirigible, and is driv-

en by two independent motors. Well-wa- n

did not expect to attain great speed
by their use, but hoped to direct his
craft toward the pole when the air cur-

rents failed him. In order to secure a

fresh supply of hydrogen he carried iron
filings and acid to generate the gas while

under way.

charged.
