HARRIMAN'S LIFE.

How He Worked His Way from Poverty
to Railroad King.

Kdward Henry Uarriman, who, by the
sheer force of hi indomitable will,
merged and made himself king of the
ties and steel rails lio,0f)( miieg of
American railroads described himself irt

an interview once as a "self-mad- e man."
Certainly no man was.' ever more truly
a "self made uian" than this man who,
beginning life in a collage of poverty,
ended it, in a palaee of atilncm e.

In his youth he knew the pangs of
hunger and adversity; in manhood, with
all tli? wealth of a Croesus at his com-

mand, he knew the pa tips of hunger, for
it was laeli of proper nutrition in its
final analysis that brought about tlie
death of the wizard of the .rails. Edward
Henry Uarriman never enjoyed a real
meal in his life.. As a child ho did not
have them; as a man he was too bny
to eat them; as a his
constitution was too weak to stflnd
them.

Uarriman was born jn the rectory of
the little old, ram.-hackl- Episcopal

t huivli at Hempstead. L. I., a few miles
ftrom New York. His fathcj; was the
l'tte Orlando Uarriman, jr., rector of tlje
little villas eluuvh. His salary was
stipulated in the contract with .the
chin-el- l at ;iK) a year; the was
Dot aJways paid. Minister liarriman'i

ground for their caricatures. He was
a man of few friends and no confidants.
He loved seclusion, and was never hap-
pier than far away from Wall street,
alone- - with, his family, for Edward II.
Ilarriman was a loving husband and
father. But he allowed himself little
time for his family. Hi waking hours
were spent at his desk. He had his
lunch served there, and swallowed his
food with nerver a thought of his diges-tion- .

The physicians who examined him
in Germany declared he wa literally
starving himself to death.

He was a lover of trotting horsen and
alway had a magnificent stable of trot.
ter and" pacers, whooe work on the
Speedway always won admiration.

.Mr. Harriman'a Inst home was on top
of Tower mountain, in Orange county,
New York, near Arden. There, 5,000
feet above the level of ths sea, he build-e- d

a palace of granite and marble and
surrounded it wnh magnificent Venetian
gardens. From his veranda on a clear
day it was declared be could see New
York, 40 miles away. Hia view was mag-
nificent. It was there he was taken on
Aug. 25. when he arrived from Europe,
where he had takert the cure at Bad
Castein and submitted himself to the
care of Austrian specialists.

Ilarriman married in 1S73 Mary Aver-il- l
of Rochester, N. Y. Five children

were bora to them, Mrs. Robert Grey,
Mary, Caroline, Averiil and 'Roland.

FOB lflitWIFE
, Fish Chowder.

The ftib should be very fresh. Re-

move tbd skin and bones and cut the
flesh in two inch pieces. Cover head,
bones and trltnoitugs with cold water,
slowly bring to boiling, and allow to
simmer half an hour. For three
pounds of fish Baute an onion, siloed

thin, la the fat from fonr ounces of
fat salt pork, und add to fbe sltnmer-lnf-f

trimmings, then strain tbe liquid
over tbe Csb. nave ready a scant
qnart of sliced potatoes, parboiled and
drained, add to the rish with a table-spoonf-

of salt and a dash of pap-
rika, and simmer until potatoes are
tender. Then add one fourth cupful of
butter and three cupfula of hot milk
or strained tomato puree. Place a doz-
en buttered crackers in tfco tureea and
pour tbe chowder ia.

Grapa Shrub.
Twelve pounds of grapes, two qnarta

of water, five ounces tartaric r citron
acid, theq pour water over grapes and
inah tbem. Add tbe acid, cover with
a plate to keep grapes under water,
then let stand forty-eigh- t hours and
strain through a flannel bag. Add
one and one-ha- lf pints of granulated
sugar to each pint of juice. Stir till
sugar is dissolved, then bottle and
cork tigbt, but do not seal. Keep In
a cool place. When serving allow two
or three table;poanfuls of shrub to a
glass cf ice water.

California Fruit Chees.
A California fruit cheese is made by

grinding together a pound each of
seeded raisins, figs, dates, currants,
blanched almonds and two pounds of
English walnuts. Mix Into a solid
cake and pot tinder a press for two
or tbree days. Serve in squares rolled
in powdered sugar on thin slices of hot
buttered toast covered with pulverized
cmjuamon.

Delmonioo Potatoes.
Reheat two cups of boiled potatoes

In one and one-qnart- cups white
sauce. Put In a buttered baking dish,
cover with buttered crumbs and half
a cup of grated mild cheese, arranging
potatoes and cheese ia alternate lay-
ers before covering with crumbs. Bake
until crumbs aro brown.
