JUDGING AGE OF FOWLS.

One of The Surest Ways Is to Examine
The Wing Feathers.

One of the most difficult problem of
the housewife, the poultry huver end
the market poultry man is the selecting
of fowls so as to be absolutely certain
of their age. This is dufficult to do
when the fowls are slive, and much
more so after thev have been dressed.
Among the methods used by the poul- -

trvmeti is examination of the feathers.
th'- - shanks, the spurs, fiie head, and the
comb.' If the spurs of the male bird are
long, heavy and coarse, and the scales
of the shank are rough nnd uneven, the
(inclusion can be safely reached that

the fowl is rather old. Cock rets
have long spurs, but the spurs

will lie clear and free of Toughness on
the surface, and the shanks will be
smooth and clean. The same evidence
can be used for hens and pullet.

Old hens have longer toenails, the
ends of which will he worn or broken
olf from scratching. The scales of the
shank will be coarse and rour;li and fre- -

Uiiently have dirt beneath them, while
the shanks and toes of pullets pre us
ually fresh-lookin- and smooth. Fowls
that have black shnnks will change col-

or with age. Older fowls of this kind
will have shanks' and t)es of an ashy
gray color rather than black. Fowls
with yellow shanks and leg usually
turn white with iife. Another nnd sure
test ill young fowls is that, the surface
under the wing near the body will be
marked with minute roe-colore- veins
that will show through the skin. These
can seldom if ever lie distinguished in
old age. Voting fowl usually have a

supply of long, silky hairs growing
from the flesh. These will disappear
niter the first year's molt.

In very old hens, and male birds as
well, the skin will usually be almost
lictfectfy white, smooth as though pol-she- l,

and free from veins or hii!.
Wry old fowls of t his kind can be read-

ily told at. a glance. To prove positive-
ly that the fowl is fairly old fjr reaon-a'bly.younz- .

bend the wing at the joint
next to the hotly, if young, this can
lie easiliy bent, or broken. If the fowl
i old. considerable resistance will lie

noticed in the attempt to bend the
w ing at a 11.
