Specialists Still Doubtful Whether One

Person Can Give It to Another.

There is po.-nb-ly no disease the pres-
ence of which greater fear in
the public mind than doc eproy. This
is perhaps in a meaniwe due to the loath-soiucii-

of the disease in its later
stages, but it is in mo-- t css simply
far of s, name.

The disease of diseases spoken of as
leprosy in the I? ilile is popularly sup-
posed to be the same a the leprosy of

and the evident fear the leper in-

spired in the people of old is held to
justify the dread with which he is still
regarded. The Biblical description do
not, however, tit modern lepriwy, so that
whether the fear of the "leper" of olden
times was or was not it should
not allowed to color ths view with
which the leper of to-da- is regarded.

leprosy is indeed an infectious dis-

ease; that is to say, it is due to the
presence in the tissiK-- s of a bacillus,
known gem-rall- as Hansen's bacillus,
after the Norwegian physician who dis-

covered it: but whether it is contagious
under the ordinary conditions of rmslern
life in teup:rate climates, b least, is
held by specialists in diseases of the skin
to be very doubtful.

Of the few lepers known to the phj-si-
.

clans in all the larger cities, some are
ears-- for in hospitals, others live at
heme and visit the clinics or tin1 doctor's
otlice from time to time; yet an instance
in which another person has acquired the
disea.- - from any of these i un-

known. '

There are many diseases more to be
dreaded than leprosy because more rap-
idly fatal, more painful or more contag-
ious, yet none of them except perhaps
smallpox Is more feared.

The illogical terror of leprosy may lie
the caue of great cruelty to those alTlict-ed- .

There are thousands of people who
show culpable indifference to the enforce-
ment of the laws against spitting in
public places, although they know full
well that the success of the crusade
against tubereulo-d- hinges largely upon
care in this regard.

RUTLAND'S HEALTH.

There Were - f teen Deaths in September
Considerable Typhoid Fever. (

Rutland, Oct. 1. Ihiring the month
of September there have been 15 deaths
in Rutland. None of these has been due
to contagious disease. With the ex-

ception of two or three deaths from
measles and complications last w inter
there has not tieen a death in tins city
from any of the severer contagious dis-

eases during the last two years.
There were reported to Health Offi-

cer C. F. Ball during the month 17 cases
of typhoid fever. This is exclusive of
those cases which originated in this
city and where the patient are in the
town of Rutland and other place.
There were four cases of diphtheria,
three of measles and one of scarlet fever
during the month. The eyphoid situ
ation is Rutland is unchanged.

TRANSFERRED TO RUTLAND.

Fifty Prisoners Received at Rutland
County Jail in September,

Rutland, Oct. 1. There were 50 pris-
oners received at the. Rutland county
Jail and two at the house of correction
during September. Twenty-seve- of
the jail prisoners were transferred from
tho jails of other counties which were
crowded, one of these transferred being
a woman. Of. the 23 men committed by
the courts of this county Rutland city
court contributed six. Nineteen of the
Si) got into me clutches of the law by
liecoming intoxicated,

One of the house of correction pris-
oners came trom Burlington and the
other from Barton.

A MEMORABLE YEAR.

Fot Forest Fire Destruction in The Unit-

ed States.

Forest fires are causing considerable
damage in many parts of the country
at present. It will be several me-nth-

lefore the total destruction is known,
for the fire season has considerable time
t.j run. In figuring out this year's losses
it will be natural to make comparison
with losses for last year which, accord-

ing to Treadwell Cleveland, jr., in the
Year Book of the lepartinent of Agri-
culture, will cause 1903 to long be re-

numbered.
"A dry season, combined with what

seemed to be even more than the usual
indierence toward small fire which
might easily have been extinguished at
the start," says Mr. Cleveland, "caused
destructive conflagrations in practical-
ly every utate, with losses aggregating
$W)0,Oo6.0f)0. In comparison with the
havoc wrought elsewhere, the damage
done to the National Forest was ex-

ceedingly slight. Had fires rsged with-
in the forests aa they did outside, they
would have destroyed timber worth
$30,000.000 enough" to run the Forest
Service for six years. Moreover, it is

practically certain that most if not
all of the' damage which was done might
have been prevented had the forests
been fully manned."

"Finally, the estimates of Joss made
Iby the service on National Forests are
j particularly searching, and take full ac-- j
count of the injury done to yonng
growth. Commonly,, estimates of loss
irom loresi lire are nascu upon uie
damage done to standing timber and to
property; they do not 'reckon the usual-
ly tar greater loss in injury or destruc-
tion of young growing stock."

The methods by which the govern-
ment keeps down the fire losses on the
National Forests include;

1. Constant and systematic patrol
by picked forces or rangers and guards;

2. The construction of roads, frails,
and telephone, lines, which facilitate the
massing of large fire fighting force:

3. The construction of fire lines
which, in some instances, check tlie
spread of fire without, human help;

4. The equipment of the forests with
tools and other supplies

necessary in fighting fires. The supplies
of tools" are kept at convenient points
at. all times, in order to have them
easily accessible to forest officers, in

fires break out;
ft. with railroad, d

owners, and settlers in fire, pro-
tection, in this way making it possible
to protect both the lands of the com-

panies and the Forest Service at
much smaller cost to the government
than would lie the case were the .N-
ational forest lands alone protected by
the local officers.

Just as the practice of fore-dr- is im-

portant in the movement for the conser-
vation of all natural resources, so is

the protection of forests from fires im-

portant in the furtherance of rational
forest work. In fact, forestry in many
instances means nothing more than con-

servative lumbering and the prevention
of forest fires. I'ncle Sam realizes that
only through the wise use and care of
the forests will it be possible to make
natural timberland permanently produc-
tive. The pnutice of forestry does not
mean abbreviating the use of the land.
Instead, conservative lumbering and
protection of the young growth from
fire will bring about a steadily increas-
ing tiKe, for with cultivation and caro
the yield of the forest increases and
the product improves in the same way
that the value of the farm increases un-

der a proper system of management.
