AN ADVANCE OVER MACADAM
ROADS.

Road making in Vermont has pro-

gressed to that stage that macadam
roads are not the highest development.
Macadam is excellent for the ground-
work, but something more i required for
the finishing touches before the work Is

considered completely done. A covering
of bitumen which serves t bind the ma-

terials together is being lined by the
most progressive road maker nowadays,
although a yet the. idea has rained hut
slight headway. The municipalities are
having experiment in thi nair phase of
road building, having copied it largely
from Massachusetts. Austin B. Fletcher,
secretary of the Masachnse.tts highway
commission, in speaking before an assem-

bly of road maker in Cleveland, said
that before any of the bituminous mate-
rials are applied it is essential that the
road surface be evenei up and patched
where necessary, rolled and swept clean
of all dust. The bituminous materials
in the Massachusetts' experiments are
then applied hot to the road surface by
means of spraying machine or gravity
distributors or by hand in quantities
varying from one-fourt- h to three-fourth- s

of a gallon to the square yard, and im-

mediately covered evenly with sand, fine
or broken atone screening The

surface is then rolled, and there results
a protecting coat or covering from three-eighth- s

to three-fourth- s of an inch in

depth, depending en the quantity of the
bituminous material used, and probably
to some extent on the nature of the sand
or gravel placed over it.

It may be thought that this applica-
tion ef bitumen to the macadam is a

very costly addition, but the results as
found in Massachusetsi do not bear out
the idea. Jt has been feund that by the
application of one-hal- f a gallon to
square yard the road will last for two
years and with further application of a
little wore bituminous material yeaily
or ence in two years, the roadbed will be

preserved indefinitely. At this rate of

repair the up keep of th roads will cost

merely the pries of renewing the cover- -

ing, which amount te four or five cents
