Three Rutland Druggists Have Loop-hoj- c

to Save Certificates.

Rutland, Nov. (1. Owing to the fail-
ure of the indictments to specify the
offense, it seems likely that the Rut-hin- d

druggists who recently were fined
of n violation of the liquor law, will
continue in business and as licensees ex-

actly as before. Such is the opinion of
William 11. Warner, of Vergennes, a
member of the state board of pharmacy,
who was in this city yesterday to tnle
action on the cases. Mr. Warner finds
that the inti tmcnU are now made out
in the form which has prevailed for fifty
yesrs, a sort of blanket. Indictment for

selling liquor illegally, whereas the of-

fences of the recently fined druggist
Mere specific violations of the cond-
itions of their license the statutes gov-

erning their cases containing specific
penalties.

Mr. Warner finds that the indictments
do not specify the place of business,
the date, or make any reference to a
violation of the fifth class license, so
that there appears to I nothing on
which to base a complaint to the state
board.

It would be entirely possible for the
licensees to assert that the violations
of the liquor law occurred before their
fifth class licenses were taken out, and
there is nothing in the court records to
how differently.

Conditions in Texas Worse Than in Si-

beria Declare State Inves-

tigators.

Galveston, Nov. 6. The legislative
committee's investigation of the state
penal institutions and the treatment of
the convicts on the farms reveals the
fact that more than fifty convict a have
been killed by cruelty and whippings
within a period of three years or less.
The record may be larger, and probably
is, but the board of inquiry finds it al-

most impossible to wring evidence from
the convicts whom they examined.

The majority of convicts .who could
give positive evidence of specific cases
are afraid to tell because they fear they
will incur the hatred of the guards at
the penitentiary. On the convict farms
the whipping of servants until their
bodies were a maws of bleeding wounds
with leuther straps two feet long and
throe Inches wide, numbers more than
four hundred that the commission has
positive evidence of and the inquiry is
not yet completed.

The commission declares that the
cruelties inflicted upon convicts by the
state prison officers and guards as re-

vealed by the investigation ara worse
than those of Siberia.

PRESIDENT ALIVE

AND STILL HUNTING

Report of His Death in African Woods
Is Declared to Have Been Without

Foundation.

Nairobi, British East Africa, Nov. ft.

Col. Theodore Roosevelt and all the
members of his hunting party are In

good health. The rumor of his death
was unfounded. Cot. Roosevelt is beat-

ing :e bush in Kledana ravine in search
of the boneo, a rare specimen of the
antelope. No whita man has ever shot
one of the animals.

Tiiis information was received by the
United Press from its correspondent
with the Roosevelt party.

New York, Nov. fi.- - Another one of
those apparently absurd rumors that
bob up almost every time a prominent
man gets out of direct touch with the
world went skipping over the country
yesterday,- concerning former President
Roosevelt. This had it
that Mr. Roosevelt had been killed in
Africa, and because of the dangers of
African hunting there was some uneasi-
ness until Douglas Robinson, Mr. Roose-
velt's brother-in-law- , said emphatically
that he took no stock in such reports.

Mr. Robinson branded the first vague
reports of the day as false and when
informed last night that later rumors
from the shadow land of newpap?rdom
had it that he (Mr. Robinson) bad been
advised by cable of Mr. Roosevelt's
death, he authorized another vigorous
denial. If anything had happened to
his illustrious brother-in-law- , Mr. Rob-

inson was sure he would hear of it im-

mediately.
Magazine editors and other associates

of Mr. Roosevelt in New York took this
same view. It w pointed out aIo
that the colonial office in London would
be promptly advised of any mishap to
Mr. Roosevelt and ss nothing had been
heard ther? this was taken as nn addi-
tional indication that the rumor was
merely a news sprite from the field of
the sixth sense..

According to latest cable dispatches,
Mr. Roofevelt is hunting on Guias plat-
eau and will return to Londiana in about
five vcl;.

Rome. Nov. 8. Mrs. Theodore Roose-
velt entertained a score of friends at
the Hotel Besnsite yesterday afternoon.

The rumor in circu'stion in the Un'ted
States that an accident had befallen foe
mer President Roosevelt in Africa, was
cabled to Rome, but was generally dis
credited. Mrs. Roosevelt hnd heard
nothing concerning the reported incident.

In Instructing Jurymen in

County Court

FOLLOWING AN ACQUITTAL

Said That They Must Consider Only,

The Evidence in The Case and Not

Be Swayed By . Sympathy
For Respondent.

After the jury in Washington county
court had brought in a verdict of not

guilty in the case of State vs. Angelo
Lamperti, charged with illegal liquor
selling, y and State's Attorney
Gates hsd nol prossed a similar ase

against Joseph Rizi, also of Mont-

pelier, Judge E. L. Waterman, who is
presiding over this terra of court, took
the occasion to give some pointed in-

structions to the jurymen the mime
men who on Thursday afurnoon had
presented him a d fountain
pen and thermos set. The judge jspoke
with considerable earnestness and it was
gem-rall- considered about the court-
house that his remarks were called forth
by the verdict in the Lamperti case, on
which the jury had been out since last
evening.

Judge Waterman remarked that
State's Attorney Gates had been bring-
ing a large number of liquor prosecu
tions and that a majority of the respon-dent- s

happened to bo Italian people. He
referred to the fact that the rt-p-

dents came into court with their wives
snd children and that their attorneys
used this as etTective testimony in the
defense of their clients. Judge Water-
man said that the presumption of inno-
cence of crime was to be given all re-

spondents, no matter of what national-
ity, and that, at the same time, there
should be the same method of procedure
in the trial of the case. The jurymen
should not let the matter of attendance
of wives or children of the respondents
weigh in the consideration of the cases
and that the verdicts should be ren-
dered simply on the testimony produced
in the regular manner. He also said
that the respondents had some excuse
to offer, that they kept boarders, that
they were only treating themselves.

During the trial of Lamperti yester-
day afternoon the officers testified to
rinding nineteen men in the house of
Lamperti on Barre street when they
made the raid. Lamperti, when he went
on thp stand, said that only one of the
barrels belonged to him and that tho
other two belonged to Ids boarders.

Ansrelo Broggi of Northfield, who
pleaded guilty to selling yesterday, was
brought into court to-da- y and was sen-
tenced to not less than six months and
not more than eieht in the county jail.
Another liquor case, that of State vs.

WHOLESALE ARRESTS

FOR PERJURY SOON

As Result of Testimony in The Trial of
Boston Chinamen Who Were Ac-

cused of Murder Half a Dozes

Admitted Perjury.

Boston, Nov. 6. Wholesale arrests
for perjury are expected as a result of
the hearing by the state pardon board
ef the applications of Warry Charles,
and Joe Uuoi, the Chinamen, who were
sentenced to death as a result of the
Tong war here in 1007. Half a dozen
witnesses admit that they swore false-

ly and were paid by the Hip Sings.
Lieut. Gov. Frothingham, the head of
the pardon board, will likely order ar-

rests.
In his plea for release and pardon!

Attorney narrey ti. l'rntt. asked the
committee to review the evidence in the
trial and set. aside the. verdict because
of Charles' public services and because
neither of the defendants had any
knowledge of the murders. Mr, Pratt
admitted that he hnd very little evidence
to support the claim of the ignorance
of Charles and Guey regarding the
shooting.

He laid much stress upon the work of
Charles as a court interpreter and as
an assistant to the government in the
apprehension of Chinese smugglers, ft
was this latter act which brought down
upon him the enmity of the members
of the opposing Tongs.

Following the effort of the attorney
to prove Charles and Guey victims of "a

Chinese conspiracy two men, Peter C.
Sebastian and Michael C. Dougherty,
appeared before the governor's council
yesterday afternoon and said that they
were paid to make false statements
in the office of the district attorney in
an effort to secure the conviction of
Warry Charles for complicity in the
murder of his countrymen.

Neither of the two men were witness-
es at the time of the trial of the Chi-

nese defendants.

Chinese in New York Got Excited Again
Last Night.

New York, Nov. C Lee Gonk, 24

James Rolfe Scaled Steeple at

Marshfield To-da- y

AND EXTINGUISHED FIRE

Two Buildings Burned and Occupants of
One of Them Barely Got Out Alive.

Their Loss Nearly Total Hard

Work Saved Bigger Loss.

Marshfield, Nov. village was

narrowly spared a fire catastrophe early
thi morning, when tw'o building, the

Knights of Pythias and Beckley blocks,
were burned and the LInlversaliat church
was damaged. The occupants of the
Beckley building fled in their night-clothe- s

when awakened from their slum-

ber by Mrs. Cora Preston, who occupied
tiie lower floor of the building and who
was awakened by the crackling of the
fir?.

Mrs. Preston was awakened at about
half past three o'clock and discovered
that the building was on fire. She
rushed up stair to eaJl Ceorge 1). Orms-bee- ,

the owner of the building, and his

family who occupied tho tenement there.
By great effort she mans fed to awaken
them, so that they got out alive, clad
onlv in Uieir night clothing. The Mollys
Fall Telephone company office was also
in this building, and Miss Glenn Little,
the ecntrnl girl, lost all her clothing,
with no insurance.

Mrs, Cora Preston conducted a milli-

nery and fancy good store in the Beck-

ley building and all the goods, together
with her household furnUhings, were
burned. She wa insured for a few
hundred dollars in the Vermont Mutual
and the Union Mutual companies. Mr.
Ormsbee carried an insurance of 81.000
on the building and his furniture, the

ermont Mutual carrying the policy.
The Knights of Pythias block stood

only a few feet from the Beckley build-

ing, and it soon caught fire, being then
burned in spite of the efforts of the fire-

fighters. Tne post otVe was located In

this building, and Postmaster A. T. Da-

vis saved nil the government belongings,
stamps, a It the mail, and the official
books. The office furniture, belonging
to Postmaster Davis, was nearly all
saved, although slightly damaged. Ev-

erything tlK-r- was well insured in the
Union Mutual company.

The K. of P. building was the prop-

erty of the Marshfield Building associa-

tion, controlled by the Knights' of Pyth-
ias, The insurance on it win ?2,0(K),
carried in the Union Mutual. The
Knights saved a few of Ujidr chairs:
also the heavy lodge chairs, record and
rbantii, togther with the third degree
robes. All the other paraphernalia and
officers' robes were burned. The lodge
carried fftOO insurance on the furnish-

ings of the hall. The Uniform Rank,
K. of P., saved their uniforms, but the
lockers could not be taken out. The
insurance there was $30 in the Union
Mutual.

By hard work the little barn back of
the Beckley building was vaved, thus
protee.fi nc the school building. The
ppire of the t"niver-ialit- church caught
fire, and as the flames crept steadily
downward anxious eyes watched their
flvanee and ansions hearts asked, "Will
it .go?" Presently, James Rolfe, who

proved to be another "hero of St. M-

ichael's," volunteered to save the build-

ing, and he bravely scaled the spire with
the aid of a ladder and by cutting
through the roof of the steeple he got
to the fire and after an hour of faithful
work he extinguished the fire there.

Cheer after cheer greeted the young
man. and when a little later Dr. IT. 8.
Carver presented him a pnrse of $22.23,
collected in the watching crowd, he re-

fused to accept the gift. He expressed
hi thanks brokenly and said: 'Oive
it to thnie who have lost their homes."

Mrs. Cora Preston, one of the losers,
is in a state of nervous exhaustion,
which is not to be wondered at inas-
much as she has been through four fire
in this village. The first was when the
Bancroft house, on the site where the
Marshfield creamery now stands, was
burned 22 years ago; the second when
the old hotel on the site of L. B. Adams'
building went down 13 years ago; and
the third when Marshfield lost so much
village property and Mrs. Preston and
her Invalid mother came near perishing
and lost everything on April 10, last.

Mr. Ormsbee had purchased his prop,
erty of M. K. Beckley duly 1, lasd, and
he had in the honw $o0' which he was
about to apply on the mortgage, This
money wr.s lost. Much sympathy is ex-

pressed for all these people in their
loss. This forenoon the streets are full
of people watching the ruins.

She was
arrested there on a charge of street
walking and loitering about the station,
and in court yesterday lined $5, and
cost of $7, which she was unable to
pay, and was seno'to jail for thirty-si-

days. She arrived at the jail at 2:30
o'clock, but had swallowed two of the
tablets over half an hour before High
Sheriff Thomaathe jailor, knew of the
fact. He summoned Dr. A. N. Logan,
and last night little hopes are ' enter-
tained of her recovery, and a priest was
summoned.

Frank Sanville, the father, when seen
stated he was not surprised at the ac-

tion of the girl, and says she bas often
told her mother that "she would take
poison or throw herself in the river.

The father when informed of the ar-

rest said: "It's a good thing, hope they
will send her up." The father says he
believes her slightly demented, and
states that the package containing the
tablets was plainly marked poison, and
he attaches no responsibility to the lo-

cal physician who furnished them. The

girl lias a fascination for the footlights,
and has been connected with a number
of cheap shows traveling through the
country.
