ARE INJURED

By Bursting of Boiler Tube

on New North Dakota

DURING ENDURANCE RUN

Seven-inc- h Tube Explodes with Serious

Effect Four Men Taken to the

Naval Hospital at Ports-

mouth.

Portsnmuth, N, H., Xor. fl. Four men
were severely scalded and twelve other
were injured to a lesser extent through
the bursting of a tube in one of the
boilers on the new turbine battleship
North Dakota during her four hours' en-

durance run at top speed yesterday af-

ternoon. The four who were most scald-
ed wre brought here late and taken
to the naval hospital. They are Peter
McDonnell and A. Peterson, firemen j

William H. Orange, water tender; and
John Sondtm, coal paer. It is thought
they will recover, but it i feard ttiat
Souden may lose his eyesight. The oth.
er twelve men remained on board tha
battleship, their hurts being treated by
th physicians who are on the ship,

i Tha North Dakota passed her four
hour' pee4 tt amvessfully, although
the accident caused the steam to b cut
down, so that she just made her required
speed of 21 knots during the last hour
of her run, which was towards this
port, because of the anxiety to get the
injured men into a hospital as soon as
possible.

During the first two hours of her run,
she mad 21.71 knot; 21.64 during the
third and an even 21 on the fourth.
She was well off the tip of Cape Ann
when the acoident occured. The nun
in the fireroom were attending to their
regular duties, well pleased that the
ship was showing m much speed, when
suddenly a 7 inch tube in one of the
lower set boilers blew out with great
force. In an instant the fire room was
filled with steam, the hot blast strik-

ing thoM nearcft at hand with eeorching
effect. The othpr men rushed to the
aid of the injured and carried them to
a place of safety, tha engineers having
in the meantime shut oiT the battery
of four boilers, in one of which was
the broken tube.

This cut down the speed of the North
Dakota, but she completed her run and
then headed for this port.
