Smalley, for many years prominent in

business and political affairs in this
state, and at one time secretary of the
national Democratic . committer died

Saturday night. His age was years.
He leaves a wife and a daughter.

Bradley Barlow Smalley was born in

Jericho, Vt., Nov. 26, 1835, son of David
A. Smalley and Laura Barlow Smalley.
When four years old he moved to Bur-

lington with his parents, where he ob-

tained his education. He Studied law in
the office of bis father and was admitted
to the bar in 18(13, Two years prior he
received the appointment of cieik of the
l. S. courts, which be held from 18G1

to 18S5. '

In politics he was a Democrat. Not-

withstanding the hopeless minority of
this party in Vermont he wielded much
influence and made his mark in the
legislative history of the state. He rep
resented tins cifv in the state legisla
ture in 1874 and in IS78. He was for
many years a member of the national
Democratic committee and of the na-

tional executive committee. In four
presidential campaigns he was at the
head of a department. He was a dele-

gate from Vermont to the national
Democratic convention in 1872, 1870.
1SS0 and "18R4.

He was also prominent in railroad
affairs. He was a director of the Cen-

tral Vermont up to its reorganization,
was a director of the sontlieastern sys-
tem and of the Rutland railroad. He
was for many vears a member of the
directorate of die Burlington Trust com-

pany.
Mr. Smaller was U. S commissioner

for this district from lS(il to 18!, col-

lector of customs for the district of Ver-
mont from 1SH5 to ISSSt and from 1H93
to 1S07. He was fonirrusioner of the
world's Columbian exposition from
Vermont.

At various times he was president of
the Montpelier & Wells Paver railroad
company, the Ogdensburg & Lake Cham-plai- n

railroad company snd the Mon-

treal A Province railroad company.
Mr. 8malley was marred in June.

surgents, for if Mr. Cannon and his al-

lies shall be successful in putting every
man out of the Republican party who
would have voted for the tariff bill
had he been a member of Congress, he
will have eliminated a majority of the
Republicans in every northern state
from Ohio to the Rocky Mountains,"
declared HenRtr Cummins.

Further along, the speaker said: "To
ssy that the tariff bill jut adopted is
not a fulfilment of the Republican plat-
form is only the truth, and it contains
no invitation ir suggestion to any Re-

publican to forsake his party candi-
date." '

Mr. Cummins said that, the Republi-
cans in sympathy wifh the insurgents
Intended to reduce the influence of
leaders in the party, mentioning Senator
AMrich, Speaker Cannon and Represen-

"Our struggle," he declared with em-

GENERAL MANUFAC-

TURES SCHEDULE

Adoption cf the Form for the Thirteenth
Census.

Washington, D. C, Kov. 8. The gen-
eral schedule which will be used in the
federal census of manufacture for the
calendar year 1S(K), has been formulated,
and about 700,000 printed eopirs have
been ordered by Census birector E. Dana
Durand.

The schedule is in the form of a four-pag- e

folder, about 9 x 1 1 1 j inches in size.
H ia smaller and simpler than the ones

upon which the 1000 anil l!0S cchmk--
of manufactures were taken. It has
WfM than half as many spaces for en-

tries as the earlier ones and seems likely
to insure lest labor ami greater accuracy
in the collection of the manufactures
data. ..

There are in the general schedule,
thirteen principal questions, with their
sulidivisions.. This is the same number
a in the general tchedule for liK)5.
Thers are, however, important differ-
ences between the two schedules. The
comprise, in the MHH) schedule, the new
(juestioiis authorized by Congress; the
elimination of former queries to which
it is impossible to obtain approximately
accurate replies; and also the simplifi-
cation of others by their separation or
combination in other forms.

One of the subdivision's of the question
relating to power employed fur manufacturing

purposes, calls for the name
of the stream or lake from which water
is obtained to generate power, whether
direct or electric. This information will
be valuable in a census of the country's
water power plans and operations, in
case Congres- - provide for it later.

Another new question 'involves the
quantity of fuel used, whether anthra-
cite coal, bituminous coal, coke, wood,
oil, gas or other kind. This is cxeted
to elicit replies affording considerable
data, on the fuel conservation question.

The thirteen principal questions ar,
briefly; first, a description of the es-

tablishment; second, time in operation
and hours worked; third, capital invest-el- ;

fourth, salaried employes; fif,th,
wage earners, including piece work;r,
on the pay roll December 13, 100ft; sixth,
wage earners, including piece workers,
employed on the. loth day of each
month; seventh, salary and wag? pay-
ments; eighth, materials, hiill supplies
and fuel; ninth, miscellaneous
tenth, products; eleventh, power;
twelfth, fuel; thirteenth, remark.

The general schedule, beginning short-
ly after .January 1. 1010. will "be cir-
culated among" the manufacturers
throughout the country by the special
agents, of whom about 1.(100 will 1k ap-
pointed from the successful applicantsat the test examination on November 3.'
