REDISCOVERED FOOD.

As Much Rice Eaten Now as in The
Early Days.

A report of the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture in regard to the riee
crop and riee consumption in this coun-

try show an eneouraging increase, not
only in the apgregate, but in the per
capita consumption of the Southern
cereal, and proves that its merits and its
torts to bring it into greater popularity
are having a good effect. The figures
show the wisdom of the agitation and
booming in the past of the rice grow-
ers; and holds out every encouragement
to the new movement in that direction
recently organized by the Rice Growers'
association, at tho head of which move-
ment they have placed that energetic
and public spirited citizen, Mr. Henri
(iueydam of Vermillion, to advertise to
tho world the merits of rice.
' As we have before noted, this cereftl
was, until lately, the only important
American product the consumption of
whi'h had decreased within the eentury.
We have been using less rieo per capita
than was eaten during Colonial days.
This decline was due to several causes,
partly to the limited area planted in
rice, which caused it to be little known
throughout the greater part of the coun-

try, and partly to a lack of knowledge
in the North how to cook rice in a palat
able and inviting form.

With the development of thp rica grow-
ing wctions of Louisiana tid Tejae, the
first obstacle' was overcome. We have
for lonw time been raising al! the crop
wo need; and, indeed, it has become a
question of finding markets and consum-
ers fur the surplus. This is the campaign
which the rice growers have carried on
for some rears with much success, and
on which they are now again embarked.

The report of the Agricultural IVpart- -

ment is encouraging, showing as it dos
the increased production and consump
tion or nee. The per capita supply,
which wbs only 3.S pounds in ISPS and
1MMJ, bad increased to t.S pounds for
1!08 and 1U07 and has been 7.2 pounds
for the last five years. We have thus
reached the consumption of the early
days of the republic; and rice no longer
lingers in the rear. With the experience
that the rice growers have enjoved no
one will doubt their ability to make rice
so clean, pure, healthy, nutritious, and

if properly cooked inviting a product
one .of tho most generally used cereals
in this country. It is primarily to the
interest of the districts, but
al the same time the whole country will
be benefited by enjoying a new food
product, than which there is no superior
in every desired element strength,
health, nutrition and culinary possibili-
ties.
