Suggestions for Amateur Photo-

graphy.
"Few things are more puzzling to the

amateur photographer than to deter-
mine the length of time to give an in-

terior exposure," ay Woman's Home

Companion for NovcrnlxT. "The fol-

lowing hints were given the writer by a
skilful professional, and have enabled
him to obtain some very fine negatives
with no waste.

"First focus- carefully with 'open
lense, next put in your smallest stop,
then cover your head with the dark
cloth and look on tlx 'grund glass.
You will probably see only a very dim
view, or even only ft spot of light If the
room is dark. Note the exact time on

your wntch; and then cover your head

tip again and watch the ground glass
until you ran see the entire picture upon
it, even to the 'shadows.'' It will sur-

prise the amateur to see the length of
time it takes one to see tne entire pic
ture in this manner, but the eye grnd
uatly becomes accustomed to the light
and in one minute, as a rule, one can
distinguish the entire picture. Then
multiply the time by four, and that will

give you the time in minutes to make
your exposure. For example, if your
time was one and one half minutes
vour exposure should le just four
times one and one half, which equals
six minutes.
