Coming to Barre

TO LOCATE HIS BROTHER

Some Suspicious Circumstances in Con-

nection with Man's Death in Rut-

land, and an Autopsy Was

Called for This Afternoon.

Rutland, Nov. 24. The body of a man
who was identified by the police as Wil-

liam MacPhearson, a police station lodg-

er Monday night, was found this morn-

ing in an alley in the rear of TerrilP
wagon shop, and the authorities con-

sider the circumstances suflicipntly sus-

picious to warrant an autopsy, and this
afternoon Dr. C. F. Dalton of the state
laboratory in Burlington arrived to con-

duct the examination. It is possible that
the man died of alcoholism.

When he went to the police station
Monday night and asked for lodging, he
gave his name and stated that he was
on his way to Rarre to find his brother,
John, who' wa working in the stone In-

dustry somewhere in Vermont. He had
not been able to locate John in the
marble industry about Rutland, and so
he thought, that he might find him In
Barrc. William tobt the police that he
came from Scotland with his daughter
last September,, also that the daughter
had recently died in Dalton, Mass., nd
was buried there; whereupon, he started
on a search for bis brother, John, having
information that he was in Vermont,
but where he did not know.

The police, took away from the man
s bottle of liquor and yesterday morning
MacPhearson left the police station.
Yesterday afternoon he was ejected from
Kinsman's- livery stable, where he was
making a disturbance, and no report of
his actions from that time has been
received. When his body was found
this morning, the police readily identified
him as that of their caller of Monday
night.

The man's clothing looked as if It
mirht have been dragged over the
ground. There were no marks on the
body, however. There wasn't rent in
hij pockfts, or a letter or other mark
of identification. State's Attorney J. C
Jones took charge of the case, and the
man's body was removed to a local un-

dertaking establishment, where the au-

topsy was performed this afternoon, and
whert1 it will be held, pending receipt

Pleaded Not Guilty to Killing C. L.

lie taid in part; "It is admitted at

once that there is much that is objec-
tionable in our present Industrial system
and methods. It is also admitted with-

out discussion that there is much that
is objectionable in our political life. No

attempt will be, made by me to defend
or extenuate these conditions. Socialism

is, on the whole, a reasonably definite

proposition for the removal of these evils
nd th substitution of a social and po-

litical order, which shall 1 free from

objections which may lie alleged against
the present order.

"It is held to lie more jutt in Its foun-

dations, more equitable ia its adjust-men- t,

and likely to be more efficient in
its results, than anything which up to
this time has been attempted. Thequos-tio- n

which I ask myself is only whether
or not socialism .would probably secure
these promised results. It is not at all
the qnistion as to whether the result
aimed at are desirable. I am perfectly
willing to make almost any concession
which may be demanded to the critics
of the present social and industrial or-

der. I am not concerned with their criti-
cisms, only with their rentfdy.

"For the purpose of discussion. I would
define socialism as the t.hory that own-

ership of land and capital, in the
signification In which these

terms are used by economists, should be
vested in the state. In other words,
that no individual should own anythlne
except his own labor and the products
of that labor nsd or held for purposes
of consumption. Of eourse, when we
term such t)iinr a socialistic, we have
in iew the geixra! of a $- it.r

production, which are oiten spoken of es
socialistic and a step in the direction of
the socialistic .'t.ate. are. really, quite
fundamentally distinct from the true
conception of socialism. Thee eompara.
tive awoeatlon are entirely voluntary,
so far as the members are concerned.
No one is forced to join them or pro.
hibited from leaving them, and they
have the power of expulsion. Mfrnler-shi- p

of the socialistic state, however,
must lie compulsory and permanent. The

group manages its own af-

fairs in the locality in which it work
and adapts them to local conditions.
The socialistic management may he to
a considerable extent locally

but it is national in its scope.
"Three objections to socialism are not,

infrequently alleged by its critic. The
first is that socialism is hostile to the
family; the second, that it is hostile to
religion; and the third, that it cannot
be introduced without violent revolu-
tionary process, including confiscation
of property. It Is true that some social-isf- s

advocate entirely different forms of
family organization from those now be-

ing used. It is contended by some that
the union of the soxe& should be termina-
ble at pleasure; that all adults should
draw their income directly from the
state, thus puttintr an eiid to what
might be termed the dependency of the
woman upon the man; that all' children
should be reared and educated by the
community. This does not seem to me,
however, to be an essential feature of
socialism.

"That socialism is hostile to relldon
is strain the case of mistaking the acei-dent-

for the fundamental, and is not
a necessarv part of the soeinHstie props-gand-

The esse with retard to the
necosary confiscation of property Is not
a necessary objection to socialism.

State Ownership of Land and Capital.
"We come, now, to the direct discus-

sion of the socialistic principle itself,
the ownership by the state of land and
capital, and the exclusion of private pro.
duction of all sort from the industrial
field. Has this theory a sound ba-i- s in
justice, and would it work to the advan.
tape of mankind? It is claimed that
labor produces all value and that, there-
fore, ail value should go to labor. It is
claimed that no individual has any ritrht
to monopolize these opportunities,' which
in the language of political economy we
term land, and levy tribute on his fel-
lows for the permission to use them.

"If, is further claimed that no man
has a right to take from his fellow-me-

a considerable portion of what their
labor produces, to hold it for his own
selfish purpo-es- . and levy tribute on his
fellows, as a condition of it
to he used as it ought to be used in
further production.-

"As a matter of fact, while lahor is
indispensable to the product ion of
wealth, it is on'y indispensable as an
instrument whose productive value de-

pends entirely upon the skill and the
intellu.-nr- c with which it is directed
from without. The mo-- t active personal
element in the production of wealth is
Hie enterpriser, or the man who takes
the ri'k. Next in importence to the
ent"rpriser comes the manager, the man
who contributes the brains by which
the implements, of production are made
effective in the si trice of the enterpriser.
It is this intellectual direction which
makes labor available. There must al-

ways he labor."
