Peculiar Charactsristie of Th la Tee.
rlble Explosive.

Many and odd are the materials en
tering Into tha manufacture of modern
explosives, but priiaps the most inter-

esting of all these elements of destruc
tion aa well as the stablest is gun cot
ton. The K'u cotton manufacturing: ta-

il ustry la large, as enormous quantities
are used In the charging ct torpedoes
I mi for similar pnrpose.

The base of gun cotton Is pure raw
cotton or even cotton waste, sucli as la
used to clean machinery. This is steej
ed In a solution of one part of nitric
ami three parts of sulphuric acid. It Is
the former ingredient that rentiers the
maw explosive, the sulphuric acid be-

ing used merely to absorb all moisture,
thus permitting the tiltrlc acid to com-

bine more readily with the cellulose of
the cotton.

After being soaked for several hours
in the solution described the cotton
Is passed between rollers to expel
nil uonnbsorbod ocid, a process carried
to completion by washing the cotton In

clonr water. This wusblng process Is a

long one, requiring machinery wbkU
reduces the cotton to a mass resem-

bling pafer pulp. Should any tionab-eorlw- d

acid be nllowed to remain it
would decompose the cotton.

If the explosive is to be used after
the ma uner of powdor It Is stili fur-

ther pulverized and then thoroughly
dried, but If Jul ended for torpedoed it
lis prosed into cakes of various shapes
and sixes disk shaped, cylindrical, flat
squares and cubes.
