Should Be Kept Warm to Prevent
Pneumonia.

Stock and Home. We do net believe
in pampering buy or live stock of any
sort. It does them good to et out in
the cold and cxerej-e- . We believe it is
a good idea to bt them get part of
their Iced outside fit tier In oats or corn
thrown into the straw or corn stalk
where they enn pick for it, or in the
grain to be found in cattle dropping.
That does not mean, however, that the
method of hog management is upheld
whieli lets hofiq wade around in snow,
their bellies dragging on it, in :M below
?cro weather. It is little wonder that
they sieken nnd die.

The best place in the world to turn
pigs is out into the feed yard where
cattle or stock are fed, anil where the
snow is well tramped down and cov-
ered with corn stalk or straw. Such
a yard is usually in a well protected
place nnd even on pretty frosty days,
if not stormy, hogs will take no harm
there and arc a great deal better orT
