Vermonter Has Sugar Camp In Kansas.

The little town of Medora, in the cen-

tral part of tin! Mate of Kansas, bosts
a sugar csinp, which was established
by P. D. Barnes, a Ycrmonter, who went
to that stte thirty jeara ago. He de-

cided to relieve the , monotony of the
treeless plains by the planting of sugar
maples, and started 2,110 of them.
That was 25 years ago and to day the
sugar 'camp is in full operation. The
grove is all tapped nnd the sap is be-

ing carried to the camp to be boiled
down. It is declared that the sandy
plains and the soil conditions in Kan-

sas produce more and sweeter syrup
than the hill country in Vermont. Mr.
Barnes sells the syrup to the people of
central Kanss, many farmers in the
surrounding counties planting annual-

ly a small field of buckwheat, in an-

ticipation of the pure maple syrup to
he produced at the Medora sugar camp.
In the wooded section are many va-

rieties of forest, trees, but the maple
are the most valuable.

Library Items of General Interest.

One of the interesting features of the
meeting of the state hoard of library
commissioners and the state library as-

sociation at Bellows Falls was a report
of the Hart-lan- Nature club. The club

t ist beginning its third year of work and
study with an enrollment of about
sixty members. The work includes the
study and collection of specimens of
flower, grasses, trees nnd insects, also
the study of birds and astronomy. The
club made an exhibit; of about 425

specimen of insects, flowers, grasses
and ferns, practically all of which have
been found by some of its members,
growing in Vermont. Printed programs
of the coming year's work are publish-
ed at. the beginning of each year. In

the summer several all day sessions are
held, the forenoon spent, in observa-
tions in woods and tieius. then a picnic
lunch, with the afternoon devoted to
the regular meeting with papers and
discussions. These meetings ate not.

only a source of pleasure but are very
instructive to the members and nil per-
sons interested in this work, as can be
seen bv the fact that plants have been
found in Hartford, which were not
known previously to eit east of the
Mississippi river.

Tuberculosis In Children.
Based ou the census of RXXf, it Is es-

timated by the National Association
For the Study aud Prevention of Tu-

berculosis that nearly 100,000 children
now la school will die of tuberculosis
before they are eighteen years of age
or that about OJi.K) die anuually from
this disease. Estimating that on nn

average each child who dies of tuber-
culosis has had six year of schooling,
the aggregate loss to the country tn
wasted education each year amounts
to $1,152,0(X). According to Investiga-
tions made In iNew Vork, Boston and
Stockholm, the percentage of children
who are afflicted with tuberculosis is
much larger than the death rate would
indicate.

Smoke Detector.
A Scotchman. John Low-den- . has In-

vented a "smoke tintometer," which,
it is thought, may be of usie in prose-
cuting cases of "smoke nuisance." It
consists of a tube with a single eye
piece and two object openings. One
of these is clear, but the. other con-

tains a revolving diaphragm, lu which
are st't Cve circles, one of clear glass
and the other four of tinted glasses
corresponding with the Btandnrd tints
of a scientific "smoke chart." In ex
ainlnitig smoke denied air the dia-

phragm Is turned until the tinted glass
coincides in darkness with the uir
seen through the clear aperture. The
various glasses nre systematically
numbered, no that a glauce suttiees to
shew the degree of deiileuieot of to
air.

BOILING TO DEATH.

Terrible- - Tartura That Waa Onca th
Law In England.

In England during the reign of

rieury VIII. the public ralnd became

greatly excited through several cases
of polaonlng. and parliament enacted
a la w waking- boiling to death the pen-

alty. This law was on the statute
books about sixteen years. It was

made retroactive, so as to take In a

case that chiefly prompted Its enac-

tmentthat of Hlchard Kosse, other-

wise Coke, the bishop of Rochester's
cook, who poisoned seventeen persons,
two of whom died. Ck was boiled

at Rochester. The infliction waa at-

tended with peculiar cruelty, as Coke

was put into a caldron of cokl water
and gradually cooked to death.

A few years later. In March, 1542, a

young woman named Margaret Davy
was punished In a similar way on con-

viction of poison! ng. The public was
not aatlti'ied aa to ber guilt, and, not-

withstanding the comparatively slow

travel of news In those days, the story
of Margaret Davy's trial and punish-
ment soon spread through the king-

dom and aroused universal horror
Boiling to death remained on the stat-

ute books, twvever. as Ions aa Flenry

reigned, peripa because the monarch
himself had a drotd of being poisoned.
Immediately after his death parlia-
ment repealed the law.
