FEED AND DIET

YOUR HORSE

(These articles appear every Thursday.)
In the matter of feeding your horse,

judgment must be used, as well as
knowledge. Many times care-taker-

when they know better, will be crc!e
in the kind of feeding and the manner
in which it is given. It causes many ilia,
some of which become chronic and seri-

ously impair the value and usefulness of
the animal. It is admitted by all medi-
cal men that a very large proportion of
the diseases common to live stock are
produced by errors in diet. No special
form of feed should be the continuous
diet of a horse or other animal. Variety
is as necs-s-ar- in the matter of feed for
an animal as it is for a human being.
Thusi In some stables, it is customary
to feed all the year around a mixture
of cot hay, meal, shorts, salt and water;
all being mixed together and fed without
regard to quantity or general conditions.
This continued food diet of one kind of
feed is detrimental to the health and
strength of the horse, causing colic, indi-

gestion and other bowel troubles. Some
horses with powerful digestive organs
may get us-- to it and appear to thrive
on it for a time. A horse is said while
feeding to .secret saliva and gastric juices
at the Tate of a gallon an hour. Ilencs,
one will see the folly of adding to the
stomach, at the time of feed, a krge
quantity of water, which many do by
allowing the horse to drink immediately
before eating. A horse does not require
so much of the flesh maKing foods as a
young and growing animal, but he does
require a larger variety. If a horse be
fed more than enough to replace the wear
and tear of his system, that is
either excreted from the body or lays
undigested and turn to fat, which inca-

pacitates them for fast or hard work,
and makes them subject to all acute
diseases. Of course, with the young ani-
mals that require bone, nerve and muscle
construction, snd can feed largely and
liberally on these materials, ground oats,
meal, cracked corn, bran, etc., muke. the
ideal feed. They, however, should never
be fed in large quantities st a tima.
The stomach is not larger than that of
a man, and when fed in excessive
amounts the organs of circulation h come
impaired.

"Of this class was Senator Morrill,
hesitate even in this class to speak of
him as a )rret man.

May wa
not say of Mr. Morrill that in a humbler
way he set up iefire our democratic peo
pie a pattern of public Tittup and public
service, which, if not a new one, is
brought home to our people, and espial
ly to our young men, with unusual and
most impressive force in his person and
career.

"Thp Incidents rtf Mr. Morrill's early
life have been so often told in the public
notice of hrm that we need not dwell
much on them. He had the inestiuisble
advantage of being born in the country
which a great writer says is one of the
three greatest possible b!eirigs in life.
He was the son, the grandson, and the
brother of blacksmiths, anv one of w hom,
I doubt not, could have sat for Longfc!
low's hones blacksmith. It ofTends'thi
elf 'importance of us that he

could have got so much education with
o iittie of seiioobng. The secret of it

is, I soppone, that a few first class books

"But this man, apparently without
ambition, certainly without ambition in
the Roman sense, this man who would
not gn shout beegtng for vote to put
him in ofiice, was ths man whom the peo-
ple wanted in office- (would that all our
people wsntwl surh a nun!). And ac
cordingly they sent him to the national
Congress and kept him there longer than
any other memlier of Congress has been
kept in office during th whole existence
of our government. Why did our little
state of Vermont have the great good
fortune to be represented by such a man.
while many large and powerful states
have been represented by inferior men?
Wo it because of the lack of aide and
good men in these states? Cctainiy not.
There is no dearth of good men in all the
states. If Mr. Morrill had been a resb
dent of some other state would he have
been sent from that state? It i at least
extremely doubtful. I should be sorry
to think that all -- ta'es are represented
by their typical men, but in Mr. Morrill
Vermont was so represented. Vermont
and Mr. Morrill wpre pxactly, ideally
fitted to each other. He would have
been so fit representative of no Other
State.

"And T do not y that Mr. Morrill
represented all of Vermont. We do not
fnrcet Vermonters of other types, ss true
Vertnonters, equally deserving of our
pride and praise, who names I dare
not speak for time would fail me to tell
of them. Nor do I think that Mr. Mor-
rill reproduced would ss fittingly repre-
sent Vermont in the time to come as he
did in his time. Vermont has changed
with all the rest of the world. The conn,

It w added that Mr, Cannon is con
vinced that, if he can do this, business
will be thrown into confusion in tin:
Houe. and the country will blame the
insurgents who will be erunhed by It.

It is clear that, if this be the intention
of the speaker, he is certainly succeeding
in getting the insurgents worked up to
fighting pitch. He, is said to want them
to oust htm now j but thev insist on hold
ing off the effort until legislation is out
of the way their idea being to escape
popular eriticisai as a "hold up" combi
nation.

One of the possibilities of the preent
situation is that the House will hsve
no speaker from the time it adjourns
this session to ths beginning of the next
se'siori.

The insurgent have been holding
and tslking over plana for get-

ting rid of ' Curie Joe." They hope to
have matured these Jan by the time
legislation is out of the way or well on
the road to enactment. Indication are
that the next time the effort is made
to oust the speaker practically the whole
insurgent force will unite with the Dem-

ocrats, and some men now c'uMed as
regulars will be draw n in. How fully the
Democrats can bp united is something on
which opinions differ; but the Demo-
cratic, lead rs aert there will lie no
Democratic defections.

Washington, April 14- .- Those who
know the disposition and character of
Speaker Joseph (J. Cannon were little
inclined to credit yesterday's report that
Mr. Cannon will anticipate his own depo-
sition by announcing just before that
tima that he is not to eek as
speaker. Several insurgents determined,
as soon as the Taft program is disposed
of and the adjournment resolution con-

curred in, to offer a resolution deposing
the present speaker, heard yesterday that
Mr. Cannon is ready to foil them, sacri-
fice himself to th: interests of the party
and present it unitedly to the nation for
the fall campaign.

Pacilie political advisers, it t said,
urge the speaker that if he will, toward
the close of the present session, an-

nounce his unwillingness to be speaker
of the House again, he will steal the
thunder of. the insurgents, remove the
issue of Cannon ism and please the peace-lovin-

president. Home of the insurgents
yesterday seemed to believe that Mr.
Cannon would do this, but it is not
likely.

The speaker, say bis intimates, would
rath.r sacrifice his party than his pride
and intends to charge the inevitable dis-

ruption of the Republican party this fall
to the, insurgent movement.

The man who beiieve in
this principle and act en rt is. in so far,
a statesnisn. The man who doubts and
yields to his doubt fs a demagogue.
When the people see their worst side era- -

bodied in a public man, and acted out on
the public state in the eyes of the
world, they reslire the bad thing that it
is, and are ashtamed of it, and repudiate
it and him, tiv del you yield to vour
ignorance and delusion snd flatter us
with the pretense that it was wisdom
and virtue, whwn, ss an assumed leader,
vou ctight to have taught, u better?
Away with you, and give place t a more
honest and courageous man.

But when they see in a high place
where they have put hirn, a msn w ho rpp- -

rent their better selves, who is above
them, and yet not o far above them that
ther can claim sympathy with him and
power to appreciate anit approve him a
man of whom they can say, 'W are not

profoundly wise, but thi man represents
us even when he i wiser than we are,
because he represents us at our best'
tust is the man to whom the peoplo love
to show their favor by keeping hirn in his
high place a long ss he lias power to
do them service. The people can be
fooled, but they repent of their folly and
curse the man who fooled them.

But the man who never fools them,
never yields to them, tell them the
truth whether they like it, or not, insists
that they are better and wiser men than
they profess to be, appeals from the
populace, drunk or mad. to the. people,
so her snd sane, that man is not only jus-tiffe- d

in his own mind and by the few
wise, he is in the )oig run the popular
favorite, the man unrversslly respected
and beloved and coMtnued in office as
long as his factulties survive, the good
snd wise man, of whom his constituency,
his state, his nation, are proud."

"I said a moment ago that I hesitated
to acclaim Mr. Morrill as one of the
nation's great men. I did so partly be- -

suse his modesty would have rebuked
me for so praising hTm, and partly be-

cause the phrase itself is too cheap to
't applied to such a man. But now,

avoiding any language which he or any-
one e!e might regard a fulsome, esti-

mating him at his real worth, calmly,
judicially, and yet with the warmth of
admiration and affection which friendship
requires and justice, approves, shall we
not, here and now, clasp hands with the
muse of history and say here was a
man of superb physics? presence, of com-

manding form and cractous manner; en.
(lowed with superior intellectual gifts,
gifts of larga discernment and keen pen-

etration; capable botn of the wit which
xpo'os weakness and the humor which

conciliates opposition; a man of vision,
a vision which parses over all provincial
boundaries and jieers Into widest national
spaces aim interests; man whose wis-
dom partakes of that calm assurance of
right and victory which evokes and In-

spires confidence in otfier men's breasts;
a man whose integrity, unselfishness, de-

votion no man ever thought of question-in- s

as no man would think of questioning
the constancy of the polar star; here is
a man whom Vermont will evermore hon-

or as one of If--r trtvsr. and finest aim
nobest products and one whom she pre-
sents to thp nation and the world as in
Senator Hoar's phrae: 'an American
seimtor and an American eitUen than
whom. o far, we have none better.'" '

Thus, far of Mr. Morrill, the citizen,
the public msn, the statesman, thp sen
ator.
