Government Offioiala Think Farmer
Could Rear Dear Successfully.

States," a bulletin ismied by the

of agriculture, the economic

poKalbllltles of raising doer and elk In

thei Uultod States are discussed. It Is

believed Hint when the restrictions
now imposed by stale laws aro re-

moved, nays the bulletin, this business
may be iiuido an Important and highly
profitable- - industry, especially n!nce it
will be the mentis of ut liking much
otherwise unproductive land. The
raining of venison should be and Is

naturally as leplthiuite a business as
the growing of beef or mutton, and
atute laws should be so modified ns to
penult the producer who bus stocked
a preserve with deer at private ex-

pense to dispose of bis product at any
time under reasonable regulations

for breeding purposes or for food.
The growing scarcity of paint iiiiun-mah- s

uud birds In the L'nlted States
and the threat-fine- extinction of houio
of them over larpe parts of their pres-
ent ranges make the preservation of
the remnant highly Important. Very
Imjiortiuit also Is the Increase of this
remnant so as to iiutke game more
abundant. It is believed that by
means of Intelligent game propagation

PEA VINES PROFITABLE.

6ma Farmert "Cura" nd Sail Them
Hay op Silage.

Every one is farniiiar with the Btory
that the packing houses make their Ida
profits from the byproduct, from the
materials that formerly were consid-
ered absolute waste. Some people
know that the akimmilk mid butter-
milk from creameries form an impor-
tant source of revenue when utilized
for the fattening of bogs and stock.
Few persons, however, realize that the
pea canning industry has an important
byproduct in the vines and hulls.

la the early history of pea canning
the Tines were treated as a waste
product, the disposal of which involv-
ed considerable trouble and expense.
Usually the vines were thrown out in
plies to rot and form a fortiilwr, w hich
was disponed of at amall prices.

In recent years the pea vines have
increased In importance until now the
canning factories derive considerable
profit from them. The vines are util-

ized for silage or fed to stock in a
fresh state or cured for hay. Accord-

ing to the United State department of
agriculture, they make a silage supe-
rior in value to corn silage.

For silage purposes the vines may
be preserved In silos, as green corn is
treated, or they may be put up in
stacks in the open air. If the stacks
are well constructed and tramped de-

cay affects only the surface to a depth
of a few Inches.

For hay the pea vines are easily
enred by sprendlng them out on sod
land to dry, and pea vtne hay is con-

sidered as good as clover hay, a price
of from $3 to $5 per ton being realized
at the factories for it Both the hay
and silage are excellent feeds for dairy
cowg and are satiafactory feeds for
beef cattle, horses and sheep.

In some instance the vines are
hauled away from the factory by the
farmers who supply the peas. Usually,
however, the factories make use of the
pea vines to add to the profits of the
pea canning; busiuesa.

Go Slow on Ginseng.
My advice to those thinking of ven-

turing lu ginseng culture is to go slow
and not expect too great, returns,
writes Mrs. V. B. Phillips In the Rural
New Yorker. , It requires - Ave or six
years to grow a marketable root, yet
when a bed Is once started nnd bear-

ing seed the plants may be produced
in any munbor. My own ginseng is
trowing iu' its natural environment,

uie of it not eveu transplanted. I
fearched the woods and brought homa

II the plants to be found, buying the
small plants with green tops from the
ginseng hunters for a ceut each. I

have several hundred plants ranging
in size from a rye straw to a good
sized parsnip. A number of bunches
found near the house in the forest
were left standing and the 'others
planted near about While I have no
ho)e of ever becoming a millionaire. I
think I have a pretty fair thing of it.
Anyway, I am out no money. When
seeds ripen I stir up the soil with' a
hoe and plant them near the parent
stalk, then lay brush over the bed and
leave them alone. Sometimes after
twelve or fifteen months there will be
three tiny leaves showing" up, still
cupped by the seed shell. In gathering
the wild ginseng the best roots were
found where the soil was loose and
moist on top, with a hard clay bed
underneath.
