CONFERENCE

Railroad Measure as Passed

by Senate

FAILS BY 6 VOTES IN HOUSE

A Mesage from President Taft, Urging

Early Enactment, But the House

Democrats and Insurgents
Prevent Passage.

Washington, P. C, Juno 8. The re-

cent flurry as to the railroad situation
became a thing of the past yesterday.
The railroad prenidents went home,
President Taft went horseback riding,
and the railroad bill went to conference.
The eastern and central railroads, st a
conference with the president yesterday
afternoon, agreed o withhold all pro-

posed freight rate increases until the
new railroad law becomes effective, and
after that to submit the increases to
the interstate commerce commission.

The southern railroads declared they had
not as yet filed notices of increase, but
that if they did t ey would abide by the
decision or me commission.

At the capltoi, things were not so

pleasant. President Tft sent a special

tiiessnpc to Congress, telling of Use set-

tlement he had reached with the rail
road and urging that the provisions of

the railroad bill, which gives the inter-

state commerce commission tie power
U0 investigate and stipend new rates, be

Some Bad Farm Conditions.
Two hundred dairy fartus la a dozen

states were Investigated and inspected
and rated according to modern stand
arda of dairy sanitation. Out of the
200 places Inspected the highest scor
ing dairy was entitled to fiSi.8 points
out of the possible 300. The lowest
scoring dairy was entitled to only 9.58
points. Tho average score of the 200
inspected was 39.04 out of the possible
100 points. Some of the stables were
found to be badly ventilated, badly
built and too smalt for the number of
cows kept

An examination of the milk palls
and tbe strainers used on these 200
farms made dear the fact that these
things are often not so cleau as they
might be and as clean ag people using
iheiii imagine. Traces of old milk
were found in many seams and covers,
and In only fifty-eig- places could all
the milk utensils be pronounced super-ficlallj-

clean that Is, thoroughly wash-td

and scalded and given a fnll score
for that condition. Milk coolers were
found In use on forty-eig- farms. Kot
over ten thermometers were found Id
use on the 200 fnrtB3, and In at least
19.1 instances positive knowledge re-

garding the temperature of tbe milk
could not be obtained except by the

I am an old clothes man. I buy eld
clothes from door to door, tak theta
to my shop, repair them, prees them
ind sell them for a good profit But
this la not all there la la thejpld clothes
business.
