NEW MONORAIL CARS.

The Principle Is Also Adaptable to Auto-

mobiles.

Consul Thomas K. Norton of Chem

nitz furnishes the following information

concerning a new monorail car, perfected
and patented by a Belgian engineer!
An essential feature of this new sys-

tem, the Isopedin, is the use of two
forms of wheels as fliobile supports )f

a oar. Two rr more strong, heavy
fcheels in a tandem sequence directly un-

der the axis of the ear, arc constructed
with the proper flanges so as to run

upon a monorail, tnd two additional
wheels, larger but lighter, one on each

side of the car at the extremity of an

angle. The first series support the load

almost entirely, and are directly coupled
with the motive power, as well as sub-

ject to the action of the brakes; the
second pair of wheels serve simply to
maintain equilibrium, earrying but a
fraction of the load, the effects of any
unevenness of the ground over which

thev move being communicated in very
slight degree to the frame work of the
car.

By a simple mechanism two light wheels,
ono on either side, can be lowered at will

The supplementary
paif of wheels is of manifest assistance
at starting and stopping, as well as
when passing over slippery places. While

in motion, the car ia not unlike a motor-

cycle. Its advantages over the latter
are the comfortable seat, the accommo-

dation of more than one person, the

arrangements for baggage, and the ease

in starting and stopping. In comparison
wit'n the prevalent types of automo-

biles, and more particularly runabouts,
there is a vast economy in cost of con

struction, in cost of running and in wear
and tear, while the vehicle can pass

through narrow places and over paths
totally inaccessible to the d

vehicle.

It la Expected, However, That the Bill

Will Now Be Shelved Until Next

Year A Great Crowd of Suf-

fragist Awaited Vote.

London, July 13. The House of Com-

mon!, by a vote of IWll to 1!0, latt
night parsed tiie second reading of the
woman suffrage bill The bill provides
fur the granting of the parliamentary
frartrhUa to women who are possessed
of the proper qualification and who al-

ready exercise the franchise in municipal
elections.

The unexpected majority of 109 gives
an important impetus to woman suf-

frage, but many obstacles must yet be

overcome Ix'fore the principle is legalized

by the neresNsry majority of 145. The

House subsequently refused the bill to
a committee of the whole, which means

that the bill will be shelved until next

year.
The interesting debate showed that

many leading men, including Winstoy
Spencer Churchill, secretary of home af-

fairs, and A. J. Balfour, bsler of the

opposition In the Commons, who favored
the principle of woman's suffrage, object-

ed to the present bill are! contended
that the whole country niuxt pronounce

unreservedly in favor of women voting
before Parliament sanctioned such a

change in the constitution.
Premier Asquith in a strong speech

against the bill declared that if women

had a vote they roust Inevitably have

seats in rrliament and might take the

speaker's chair or sit in the cabinet.
Mr, Balfour contested this viw and

said that it was not government by con

sent to exclude a large class of the

community from voting.
Chancellor Lloyd George, as a strong

supporter of woman's suffrage, said that
if 'he promoters of the bill would pvoo
ie to reintroduce tb bill in an accept
able furra, he would support it. Austin
Chamberlain opposed woman's suffrage
in any shape or form.

A great crowd of suffragists awaited
the result of the vote outside the Housj,
but there wns no disorder.

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REGARDING MANCHURIA

The Long Expected Action on the Part
of- - the Russian and Japanese Gov-

ernments Was Made Public

Last Night.

Washington, D. C, July 13. The next
of the d Manchurian con-

vention between Japan and Russia,
signed July 4, at St. Petersburg, wan

made public last night. It is one of

the shortest important treaties of mod-

ern times, being just 237 words in

length. It follows:- -

'The imperial government of Jiipan
and the imperial government of Russia,
sincerely attached to the principle es-

tablished by the convention concluded

between them on the 30-1- 7 of July, 1007

(the dates are old and new calendar),
and desirous to develop the effects of

that convention that with a view to
the consolidation of peace in the extreme
East, have agreed to complete the said

arrangement by the following provi-

sion:-
"Article 1. With the object of faci-

litating communication and developing
the commerce of nations, the two high

contracting parties mutually engage to
lend each other their friendly

with a view to the amelioration of

their respective railway lines in Man

churia and the improvement of the con-

necting service of the said railways, and
to abstain from all competition preju-
dicial to the realization of this object.

"Article 2. Each of the high con-

tracting parties engaged to maintain and

respect the statu quo in Manc'uuria

resulting from the treaties, conventions
and other arrangements concluded up
to this day between Japan and Russia,
or between either of these two poweri
and China. Copies of the aforesaid ar-

rangements have ben exchanged be-

tween Japan and Russia.
"Article 3. In case that any event

arises of a nature to menace the statu
quo above mentioned, the two high con-

tracting parties shall In each case enter
into communication with each other, in

order to arrive at an understanding as
to the measure they may judge it nec

essary to take for the maintenance of
