REMARKABLE WAR RECORD.

John A. Sheldon, Rutland's Deceased

Postmaster, Active in Civil War.

The war record of John A. Sheldon,
postmaster of Rutland, who died Mon-

day, was remarkable. At the outbreak
of "the Civil war, be was bookkeeper in
the store of Sheldon, Morgan & fSlason
at West Rutland and left tnore to enlift
with the Rutland light guards, which
became Company K, 1st Vermont in-

fantry, becoming second sergeant. May
2, 1801, the. company wag mustered into
service for three months and was or- -

lered to Fortress Monroe. In this vi

cinity and at Newport News he served
out his enlistment. He participated in
the battle of Big Bethel.

Mr. Sheldon then returned to Rutland,
but he soon enlisted again, becoming
captain of Corn pa ny C, 10th Vermont
volunteers, w men he commanded tor two
years, lie went tnrougn me u imer- -

ner.s campaign, lighting in every battle
in which his regiment was engaged, un-

til temporarily disabled and excused
from dutv the latter part of May. At
Spottaylvania ho wns again disabled and
sent to a field hospital, lie returned to
luty at the crossing of the James river
ind went tip to Bermuda Hundreds,
when the 6th armr corps was ordered
there to the nsiatanee of General Butler,
and was with those troops when thev
were sent to Ream's station. He was
also with the troops sent to meet Oon.
I'.'nrly's invasion of Maryland and his
attempt to rapture Washington. Capt.
Sneldon commanded his company in the
famous bftttl of Jlonoraey, Julv 0.
