Some Things Not to Do In Hay and
Grain Fields.

From now on, till haying and thresh-

ing are over, we will read alifiost every
day of some moie or les serious acci-

dent in the hay and grain field. Many
of these accident prove fatal, and
all of them being a result of pure care-lenes-

it in well to keep some of the
ni.'xt com inoii ones in mind and guard
against them, stiys the Indiana Farm-

er. All ropes a. id pulley. about the

haying outfit should be carefully In-

spected each day, and any needed re-

pairs secured and not wait until the
break occurs and perhaps criles or
killt some of the men. Never lay a

pitchfork down on the ground under

any I'lrcuinntanre) cither place one in

an upright position against the ids of

a stat'k. Think of a man falling or

sliding down tho stack, and you will

readily see the reason for this cau-

tion.
Caution every member of the whole

haying crew to keep from under the
stacker when it is in operation, and we

will not read of so many ha.vtmaker

being eniohed to death by tome piece
of timW, or by a stacker load of hay,
when some part of the stacker suddenly
gives way without any warning, which
i liable to occur at any time. Look

carefully over the fork, trsek and pul-

leys in the barn evey day during the

haying season. If the trip arrangement,
the locking device, and the track are
well oiled and kept in perfect working
order by having all bolts and nuts tight,
some of the moot common and often se

rious accidents will be prevented. And

don't tru-- t a "preen" hand to run the

hayfork at the barn.
Many a farmer is minus a finger or

two, wniply because he Mat foolUh

enough to get hi hand between the
section in a mower-s- h k!e while clean-

ing out gras or other sub-ifan- from
between the guards. If the machine
were thrown out of par jut a toon
a the driver leave the seat to work
around the different psrts, such acci-

dents as this would not oceur. Again,
always throw the machine out of pear
when the team is left standing to it.
Never hand a pitchfork to a fellow la-

borer from stack, or from a load of

grain or hay. You are liable to slip
and fall on the fork if you take it by
the tine. If you take it by the handle,
you might let it slip and injure the
one to whom you are handing it. To

the fork off on the protind, and thus
avoid all chances of accident. For sim-

ilar reasons, never hand a fork up to a
man above you. Toss it np on the load

or stack, standing wll back when you
do it.

Only a few yesr ago one young man,
a school teacher, mowed his little broth-

er's legs off while cutting; the meadow

Whst oareie!MiiPsI And you
read of like accident y"sr after year.
Quite frequently you hear of a fine'colt
being ruined by having a foot, or even
all four of them, cut off by the mower.
These are cases of downright caretec-ne- .

Never allow any of the colts to
enter the hay field. Caution all of the.

boys and girls to stay at the houe while
you are Laying, and emphaze the de
mand with a punishment, if they per
sist. One had better rule with an iron
hand thno maim and cripple for life
those neare-- t and dearest to him.

GUARDING AGAINST SUNSTROKE.

Care Which Should be Given Horses and
Cows.

During periods of excessive heat, when
work horses in the fields or on tTie

streets are liable to suffer from un
stroke or "overheating" mindi mayi be
done hy the owner to !wn the likeli-

hood of an attack. Affected, horaes are
usually those that are sick or soft, and

every possible means should be taken
to prevent, indigestion and to fit the
animal to withstand labor in hot weath.
er, says the Conntry Gentleman. Iforse
under five year of age aTe more apt to
suffer than seasoned adult animal;
hence, young horses should be worked

lightly during hot weather. Indication,
the common forerunner Of sunstroke,
Is indicated by dullness, sluggishness,
panting nt light labor, sweating in Sta-

ble, and the changeable character of the
manure which is normal some days and
again clay-colore- mucous-colore- 'or
undigested, offensive mass. When so af-

fected it is extremely dangerous to work
the animal in extreme hot weather.

(Slight' changes in food, more care in

feeding, rest and simple correctives are
required in such cases and preventive
measures amy be adopted as follows t

Feed hay night and morning onlp; give
drinking water before mealst and in

small. sips often when at work; prefer
clean, soft water t that rendered "hard"
hv the presence of lime salt, which
tend to derange the stomach. Fiemove
the harness at noon, and allow suffi-

cient time for rest and mastication of

food; groom the skin thoroughly once

daily; feed sound food; avoid corn in

summer, as it is heating; prefer sound
old oats, which repair waste of tissue
and promote vim and endurance; avoid
sudden changes of food, and do not feed

heated, green grass or clover.
Cleanse the stable daily, ventilate per-fectl-

screen door and windows, re-

move manure piles from the vicinity of
the stable; fed fref'u food each meal.
Shade the horse's head at work, but
avoid a heavy, wet sponge; if possible
do not work three horses abreast, as the
middle horse sufferers thereby and is
the mo?t liable td sunstroke; where
such combination cannot be avoided,
change horses often to afford as much
relief as possible. Choose the coolest
Ihiiir for work, and change teams often
during sultry moist weather when thun.

BUTTER HIGHER

THAN EVER SOON

Pike Will Exceed Any In Recent Years,
Declares Head of the

"Trust."

Chicago, Aug. 3. Consumers who are
looking for a drop in the prices of some
of the necessaries of life will not pet
any drop on butter, according to John
Newman, president of the Elgin board
of trade. After the board had increased
the price a cent a pound Monday, Mr.
Newman said it was his opinion that
even higher prices were coming before
winter.

"Butter will be at price 'to exceed

anything in the last few years before
the winter is well started," said Mr.
Newman. "The prenent dry weather is

the cause of this prospect. The talk of
50 cents for butter is, however, ridicu-
lous."

The' price was raised from 27 to 28

cents by the Elgin board. Many of the
members reported that pastures in their

regions were dry and worthless and
that farmers had already begun to give
their cows feed that should be saved
for winter.
