Government Officials Have Been Investi-

gating and They Present Their

Facts to the Public.

Washington, Aug. 5. Peaceful Tabby,
purring upon the hearth, petted and

pampered by tii whole family, I now

declared by a government scientist to
brf an agent of the mostt deadly germs,

aprradiug disease and death among those

who fondle her.

Investigation has proven that in a

cat'a sleek soft fur, upon which the

bnby delights to rub its cheek, lurk
the germs of tuberculosis, of smallpox
and that deadly disease of babies and

children, diphtheria.
The cat i a roaming animal. Even

the tuo-- t carefully watched bouse pet
will slink out at night, and it is then
that they come iu contact with infected

dirty cata which live in squallid shan-

ties among disease-stricke- people. It
long fur afford a natural

for the germs.
"The eat returns to its home thor-

oughly Innoculated. The mother smile

a the baby tumbles about on the floor

with Tabby. When the child is stricken,
every disease-breedin- g source is consid-

ered except the family cat," aays Dr. A.

M, fisher.
It is a noted fact that people who

would not touch a dog think nothing of

fondling and kisuing cata. Feline are

particularly fond of jumping upon the
beds of their masters and cuddling close

to them. Babies are allowed to play
freely with cats.

Practically the only thing to be feared

from a dog is hydrophobia. To this ter-

rible disease, says Dr. Fisher, cats are
as susceptible as dogs, though they do

not bite people an often, yet case of

hydrophobia from cat bites are not in-

frequent.
The biological survey is now working

on plans to have laws passed in the
District of Columbia a a guidance for

all the states, to license cats, because,

they my, most of the trouble comes
from stray cat. Tiie danger in the
bouse cat, living in a clean home, comes

mainly through it contact with alley
cat. Licensing would permit the kill-

ing of stray cats.
Data i now being gathered by the

survey upon tho subject of disease infec-

tion by cats. Dr. Fisher hopes soon to
establish a bulletin citing specific in-

stances.
Two case are given by a prominent

French scientist, M. Bergeon, of eat
which were infected with tubercular
germ through contact with person af
flicted with the disease. In both in-

stances, the cat were owned in families
where young girls died from the malady.
The death of the cats occurred shortly
afterward. The doctnra had noticed the
fondness of the girls for the cat. A

pot mortem examination of tho cats
was accordingly made, with the result
that in both instance unmistakable
traces of tubercular infection were
found.

The next charge brought atrainst the
cat by Dr. Fisher is that it apreads
ringworms, a very painful and some-

time dangerous disease. Rat and mice
are peculiarly susceptible to this dis-

ease, and it i transmitted from them
to cat. Tbe presence of the dieas
on cats hidden by their fur is not un-

common. It was through the frequent
appearance of ringworm on hand of
babies that the germ theory was first

pursued against the cat.
Cat are considered the natural ene-

mies of rat and mice. They are kept
often simply to kill these pest. Dr,
Fisher claim that not five per cent, of
the cat are mousers and that instead
they kill game arui aong bird.

"As a matter of fact," said Dr. Fish

er, "cat- prefer bird to nu'e. They
will spend twice as much time hunting
Sird as mice. If one keep count of a
cat' quarry during the year he- will
findi that tho birds killed far outnum

ber the mice.

"ReetTitly there ha been much at-

tention paid to rat and the harm they
do, both a destroyer and a spreaders
of disease-- In thi connection it ha
been pointed out what a valuable animal
the cat Ss to keep down tho rat. That
h an error. I can stated front my Ofn
personal observation that only about
five per cent of th cats ire moiifcr

"Little harm would come if the who'e
cat tribe were exterminated hot there
would b too much opposition to that.
Still we think that w.ien many of the
fact concerning cat have been nude
public, mothers will be more careful in

letting their children play with tncm."
