Added Strength to Root.

With the currant and gooseberry I
recommend fall rather than spring
pruning. 1 coouuence as soon as the
leaves have partially fallen, trimming
out all drooping branches to encourage
aa upright growth, all dead and dying
wood and all sprouts except two or
Ihree of Uie strongest for renewing the
fruiting wood.

In removing the sprouts I prefer
pulling Uiem rather than cutting them
off close to the ground, and where they
do not come off easily with a good, vig-
orous pull I remove the soli at tha base
of tbe sprout and cut it off as low as
possible. After the bush is trimmed
lud all gmss, roots and weeds re-

moved, mound up a little, covering all
xposed rooiltts. This oporaUon serves

its a fall bodc and Is much easier
done then than in tte spring, when the
grass and way'3 have more strongly
fastened their fopta lu the ground.
This pruning awsy cf all surplus wood ,

aud sprouts in the fall gives added
atrcngrh to the roots for sustaining
and stimulating that part of the bush
teuiuiulng, Wyman Elliott, Minnesota.

labor than cto the breaWng and burn-

ing, while the former process saves all
of their va?ue to tbe land. Ashen from
cornstalks do not make good manure.
