Zambezi River.

Widespread interest is being taken
lu the coming match between Dick
Arnst of New Zealand, the world's
chiiiupiou professional sculler, and
truest Harry, bidder of the English
title, to bt held on the Zambezi river,
South Africa, Arg. 18. The purse to
be rowed for la one of $5,000, sub-

scribed by South African sportsmen,
$3,750 of which, with the title of
champion of the world, goes to the
w inner and ?1.50 to the loser.

The men have been practicing bard
for the event for some time and are in
good shape for a bard contest. Arnst,
according to nil accounts, is the big-

gest marvel iu a sculllug Iwat ever
seen, lie posntscs enormous muscu-
lar strength and an' extraordinary
chest development and has all the fine

poluta of the art cf sculling Ht hla com-

mand. Many men who know Arnst
und have seen hiiu scull have express-
ed the unanimous opinion that Harry
has uot tho ghost of a chance. How-
ever, an these men have never seen
Harry icull, but have formed their
opinion generally on what has appear-
ed la print. It cannot lu the present
case have any value whatever.

There Is also no doubt that owing to
his enormous strength Arnst can pro-

pel a boat at a great pace. And, again,
this is no proof that be can stay. As a

rycllst it was known that be could stay
all day, and be may possibly do so as
a acullcr, but if Harry takes htm be-

yond bis pace in the last mile be will
bo a beaten man. And why? Because
Barry ts a waterman to his Dnger
tips. As a sculler, quite apart from
any other athletic exercise, he is in a
class by himself. lie knows all the
finesse of the game. He is as much;
it borne In choppy water as in amooth. j

ue cannot owy go at a great pace,
but can aUo stay at it, although his
greatest pace may perhaps not be
quite so fast as Arnst's.
