Polng the work with half
the fubor, says New England Poultry
Jourusl, meéans that we ¢an keep twice
as many bens, sod if each Indiviingl
ben does pot pay as large a profit as
where more labor ia givtén her the ag
gregete will be larger.

For Instance, If 300 hens at & food
cout of $500 produce 5,500 dogen egyge
it woitld be mare profitable with the
