The colonel made good his
word by returning to his home town,
the generally accepted leader of the Re-

publican party . in the state and
proud of his new trophy, to

win wliich he was compelled to make
one of the hardest fights of his life.

Colonel Roosevelt went to bed early
lr.st night. He was tired nd hoarse
when be reached Sagamore Hill, but in
fine spirits. He expressed himself as
well pleased with the results of the con-

vention, but had no other comment
to make on anything related to pol-

itics.
The colonel took a train from Sara-

toga at eight o'clock yesterday morning.
Reaching l'oughkeepsie at noon, he at-
tended a luncheon, drove two miles to
the Dutchess county fair grounds, made
a speech there, and returned to the sta-
tion in an hour and a half. His Pough-keepsi- e

speech contained no reference
to politics, except a repetition of his
assertion that corruption must not be
tolerated.

On reaching New York late in the
afternoon, ho started once more for

Oyster Bay by automobile. He had
no visitors last evening, and said that
he hoped to have a quiet time for the
next few days, as there will be no let
up when once the campaign is fairly
under wav. He has placed his services
nt the dispossal of the Republican state
committee ami hopes to make at least
one speech to every county in the state.
He will try to iujeet into the fight, all
the fire, and vigor of his personality
and make the campaign one of the live-
liest which New York state has seen
in many a year.
