MORE MARRIAGES AND DIVORCES.

Vermont's Ratio in 1909 Was One Di-

vorce for Every 7.8O Marriages.
A prepared report ' of the number of

marriages and divorces in Vermont for
the last twenty ye.ars shows that the
number of marriages has increased from
2,4Utl to 3,080, nd the number of di-

vorces from 154 to 3!5. The ratio of
divorces to marriages has increased in
the aume time from one in WM to one
in 7.80. In the same time the mar-

riage in the United States have in-

creased from 542.307 to K.3.079 and di-

vorces from 33,401 to 72,Ot(2. For the
state of Vermont this is an increase of
24 per cent, in marriages and of 158

per cent. In divorces. v

Comparing one year with another in

regard to increase or decrease in divorces
and marriages, there are some points of
interest. From 18SM) to 1893, the panic
year, there is' a steady increase in both
divorces and marriages. In 1894, fol-

lowing the panic, there were 44 fewer
divorces than the preceding year and 113

fewer marriages. In ISiiii, when better
times began to be felt, divorces fell 18

from the previous year and marriage
jumped 225.

Much of the eame results are seen at
the time of the panic of 1907. The year
1906 showed 32 more divorces and 214
