In many ways it seems as if people were
more inclined to violate the game laws
to-da- y than they were when there was
much less money for maintaining a war-
den system and most of the wardens
voluntarily gave their services. While
this license fee takes from some of you
a small annual stipend it is believed
that you will still be willing to keep
up your membership in the league, , The
books of the treasurer indicate that a
very largo number of you are in ar-
rears for dues. Won't you pay up now
and help out the league treasury? I

might .write pages on the need of funds
for work for which the state provides no
funds,
