VERDICT WAS SLICED.

$1,100 Taken Off Breach of Promise
Award in Rutland County Court.

Rutland, Nov. 17In Rutland county
court Wednesday afternoon Judge W.
W. Miles allowed the motion of de-

fendant's counsel to cut down the ver-
dict in the breach of promise case
brought by Miss Lucy Roberts of Hamp-
ton, N.. Y., vs. William Bucklin of Sud-

bury, a prosperous young farmer. The
case was tried ft short time ago and
the jurv awarded the plaintiff damages
of $4,100, but this is to be eut to $3,000,
the plaintiff agreeing to accept this
amount.

This case attracted a lot of atten-
tion when it was heard and the trial
was one of tho longest of the term.
K. II. O'Brien and T. VV. Moloney were
counsel for the plaintiff and F L. Fish
of Vergennes and Buttles 4 Botsford
of this city represented the defendant.
The motion to reduce the verdict was ar-

gued last Monday afternoon, counsel for
defense claiming that it was excessive
under the evidence and in comparison
with damages awarded in other courts
in parallel cases.
