The value of crude magnesite mined in

1910 ($74,658) i almost twit that of

the production in 1909, according to
Charles (J. Yale in his report on mag-ncsit- e

issued by the United States geo-

logical Burvey as an advance chapter
from "Alineral Resources of the United
States" for 1910. While the production
of the crude ore has materially in-

creased, the rapid rise in value is due
to the constantly growing demand for
the calcined product. No crude ore ia

offered for mle, but after being calcined,
the output is used mainly in manufac-

turing paper from wood pulp; it is also
used in making artificial stone, fireproof
flooring and tiling, and in brick or plas-
ter form for lining furnaces and cover-

ing stcampipes. The entire front of
one large building in San Francisco was

recently constructed of molded calcined

magnesite in blocks and ornaments. The
material was first calcined and then
ground to a fine powder and was then
made into a plastic cement and molded
in the desired forms. The fine waste
of the crude ore mined is now being util-

ized at California chicken ranches as
a substitute for oyster shells and other
substances fed to' fowls for hardening
the eggshells.

California the Only Producer.
The only deposits of magnesite in the

United States which have been commer-

cially utilized are those situated in the
valley and coast countries of Califor-
nia, and the entire output is consumed
on the Pacific coast, the cost of transpor-
tation to points east of the Rocky moun

Burlington city court during the quar
ter lust closed was not a paying in
stitution, financially, as is sometimes
the case, since the costs taxed against
the state were $1,842.60 and the fines
and costs paid in were $H91.67, making
a deficit of $450.00. During the quarter
preceding the amount collected exceeded
the costs by a small margin, but this
was due to the tact that an unusual
number of prosperous clients was un
earthed, several in that quarter paying
the $.100 fine imposed in liquor selling
cases.

Sheriff J. H. Allen has prepared his
annual report of the work done by Chit
tenden county prisoners during the past
vear. The prisoners during the period
have earned a total of $021.72 doing
outside work. Thev worked in all, 019

and 11-1- 5 days and therefore averaged
something over $1 a day. The report
shows a total of $175.25 for expenses,
Bhch as car tickets, tools, shoes, and
clothing, which amount will be deducted
from the total earned, ltie report will
be submitted to tb assistant judges for
their approval and to the county super
visor.

He it was who started
the "Sweet Sixteen" around the world.
That was one of the finest assignments
a naval officer ever received in times tit

peace, but it was no child's job, and the
way in which Evans started his fleet to
the corners of the world was enough in
itself to fix his 'place in the history of
the navy.

Of course, the contemporary would not
have the reader gain the impression that
this increase in bank deposits was be-

cause Vermont was a local option state,
but rather that the increase was in spite
of it.

When the change in the liquor law
was lieing advocated in 1902, one of
the arguments earnestly advanced by
tho opposition was that the departure
from prohibition would result in great
losses of popular savings. The results
have not borne out this gloomy proph-

ecy. To be sure, the Btate banks are
new operating under a law exempting de-

posits from taxation to their owners,
so that? a large part of the increase is

properlv chargeable to. money that has
been drawn from hiding by this liberal
Btfltute. But even at that, all other
indications point to tlie usual, normally
healthy growth in savings bank deposit I

nerc, year ny year, n4""i "
liquor law.

The point is, simply, that the ante-electio- n

arguments against local option,
generally speaking, never have proved
themselves since we have had local op
tion and tested it.

It" is for this
reason that large quantities of raw and
calcined magnesite continue to be im-

ported from Creeee, Hungary, and other
countries, the imports increasing each

year. It ia the belief of Frank L. Hess,
of the geological survey that the open-
ing of the Panama canal will bring the
California magnesite into successful com-

petition in the entire United States
with the imported product.

According to Mr. Yale's figures the
imports of magnesia and magneitc,
both calcined and crude, for 1910,
amounted to 356,512.243 pounds, valued
at $1578,683, an increase of 121.072.377

pounds,, with a value of $5.17,265 over
the amount imported for 1909. A copy
of the report on magnesite can le ob-

tained on application to the director
of the geological survey, Washington,
D. C.
