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NOVEL SUIT IN CHANCERY.

Aged West Rutland Man Avers He Was
Put Off His Farm.

Rutland, Jan. 9. A rather novel chan-

cery case, was filed yesterday with Coun-

ty Clerk II. A. llarnmn, the complaint
being made in a prayer for an injunc-
tion that Levi Baker and Korton Baker
have prevented Oscar D. Young of West
Rutland, aged 80 years, from going on
to his own farm in West Rut bind on
which they are tenants. Judge Fred M.

Butler of this city has granted a, tem-

porary injunction against the Bakers.
In the bill of complaint the orator

sets up that on March 1, last, he leased
hie farm of about 250 acres, located on
the road between West Rutland and Ira,
to the defendants for a period of one

year on condition that they carry on
the farm in a husband-lik- e manner, give
the cattle the best of care, cart stone
away from seeded land and on quitting
the premises leave an amount or grain,
hay and "sugar wood" equ.il to that
which they found.

Mr. Young avers that the Messrs.
Baker have not lived up to their agree-
ment and that they ordered him from
the premises when he attempted to go
to his own farm and give the cattle
food, which was necessary for their wel-

fare. It is set up that the defendants
have no attachable property and that
there is thus no redress for the orator
in an ordinary damage suit.

TWO WAR VESSELS

ARE STILL MISSING

The Mayrant and the McCall of the

Torpedo Boat Flotilla Are Being

Searched For The Other Twelve

Are Accounted For.

Washington, D. C, Jan. 9. All but
two, the Mayrant and McCall, of tin
fourteen' United States torpedo boat de-

stroyers, which were caught in a terrific
storin at sea hist week while engaging
in a war game, en route to Guaiitanamo
Cuba, are accounted for. according to a

dispatch from Rear Admiral Wilson,
commanding the second division of the
Atlantic fleet, which has L en sweeping
the seas in a search for little vessels.

The battleship Michigan is now seour-in- g

the waters around Bermuda in the
hope of discovering some trace of the
missing destroyers Mayrant and McCali.

It has not been found necessary to
dock the Dixie. The officers believe, the;
vessels will be ready for departure for
Guantaiiamo in two or three days.

The dissipation of the units of the
Atlantic fleet by the severe storm whicii

raged off the coast since last Friday ban

completely upset the plans so carefully
framed by the naval war college for a
search problem on a great scale involv-

ing the detection of an enemy supposed
to be approaching the Atlantic coast.

It is believed the problem will be
abandoned and that the vessels of the
fleet, undamaged by the storm, will
proceed to Guantanaiito for the winter
drills, while the "lame ducks" will return
to the northern navy 'yard to refit. "

With the torpedo boat destroyer Ter-

ry accounted for, the vessels of the
second division of the fleet, under Rear
Admiral Cameron Winslow, will engage
in a search for the other two little
vessels, the Mayrant and McCall.
It is declnred at the department that
there is no reason to believe the little
craft are in distress, and it is presumed
they are continuing their voyage south-
ward toward the West Indies and will
be spoken before morning.

Merchant and Livestock Raiser of Brat-tlebor- o.

Brattleboro, Jan. 9. Daniel Stewart
Pratt, 85 years old, died at his home
on Western avenue at midnight Sunday
night, after an illness of several years.
In mercantile affairs and the raising
of blooded livestock Mr. Pratt had won
an enviable reputation.

He was born in Brattleboro Aug. 3,
1826, a son of Rufus and Maria (Esta-brook- )

Pratt. Ho spent his early life

Barre Granite Railway Co. Peti-

tioners Were Successful

NO OBJECTION WAS ENTERED

At the Close of Hearing, Chairman Red

mond of Public Service Commis-- i

sion Announced That a Certifi-

cate Would Be Issued.

At the close of the hearing in the city
court room yesterday afternoon before

CUairman John W. Redmond of Newport
and Commissioner S. Hollister Jackson
of this city, members of the Vermont

public serwi.ee commission, E. II. Fits-hug- h

and twenty-fou- r others were prom-

ised a certificate calling for a charter
for the Barre Granite. Railway Co. to
construct a railroad line from Barre to
the quarries. No one appeared to offer

objections, and on the other hand several
quarryowners and persons known to
have 'first-han- d knowledge of the con-

ditions were put on the stand to show

good reason why such a line should be
built.

Frank L. Place, a member and director
of the Barre Medium Granite Co. for
the past si years, said that he knew
of attempts which quarryowners had
made to have the Barre railroad increase
their facilities on the "hill." He said
that he bad made such applications per-

sonally and that he had made the same

request of Central Vermont railroad
men. Mr. Tlsce believed that the pro-

posed line would increase the facilities
for handling immense quantities of

stock, and that it would considerably
augment business for everyone. He also
mentioned the fact that the Barre rail-

road to his knowledge had increased the
rates from 25 cents to 35 cents. On the
stand laler, Mr. Place said that tli lino
would open a hitherto unreached terri-

tory measuring two miles in length and

varying from one-hal- f mile to a mile
in width.

A Barre granite manufacturer, W. H.
Harrison of New York City, told the
commission that be operated a cutting
plant in this city and that he was a
part owner of 140 acres of undeveloped
quarry land in the region to be reached

by the proposed road. He believed that
at least one-hal- f and probably all of the
land 'mentioned was available for quar-

rying purposes. During his testimony,
Mr. Harrison said that some granite
fields could 'fwnish stone desired at a

day's notice, when four or five months
would be required to obtain Barre
granite.

George L. Straiton, who is interested
in the George L. Straiton Quarry Co. ami
the Consolidated Quarry Co., and who
also conducts a cutting plant in this
city, was among the quarryowners called
to the stand, lie said that at least
three quarries in which he is interested
would be benefited by the contemplated
line. In describing the disadvantages
under which some of the quarryowners
are now laboring. Mr. Straiton mentioned

difficulty and expense involved in haul-

ing coal to the quarries. The same in-

convenience is experienced in obtaining
quarrying supplies. According to the
witness, a railroad through that section
of the quarrying tract would save at
least $2,000 "yearly. Mr. Straiton as-

serted that he had tried to persuade
the Barre railroad to extend its lines
for the psst eight years, always with-

out avail.
James F. Higgins of this city, man-

ager of the D. M. Miles Coal oompnny,
when unexpectedly called on, tokl of the
quantities of coal shipped to the quar-
ries and of the freight rates accompany-
ing such shipments. As a member of
the board of trnde, Mr. Higgins said he
understood that the directors and mem-

bers of the railroad committee of that
organisation were in favor of the pro-

posed line or of additional transporta-
tion facilities.

Witnesses sworn in testifying up to
this time were questioned by Attorney
John W. Gordon for the petitioners.
At the request of Attorney R. A. Hoar,
also appearing for the petitioners, Wil-

liam D. McDonald of East Barre,
member of the D. B. L. Granite Co.,
took the stand and was questioned. Mr.
McDonald stated that there were only
meagre shipping facilities at East Barn
and believed that the conditions war-

ranted an improvement. At the present
time, he stated, it wss cheaper to trans-

port stock by team than to ship it by
railroad. He" also believed that the pro-

posed line would be a boon to lumber-
men and livestock shippers in that vicin-

ity and to the surrounding towns. The
witness cited instances where manufac-

turing firms had moved to Barre because
of the difficulty encountered in shipping
their product. He said that where 2(h)

men were formerly employed in the cut-

ting industry at East Barre, only 60

now found work in the three companies
still doing business in that village.
State's Attorney J. Ward Carver, who

represented the state at the hearing, did
not question the w itnesses.

In summing up the case for the peti-
tioners. Attorney Gordon said that the
project before the commission wss a
genuine undertaking and that when the
line was completed and put into opera-
tion, it wo,uld undoubtedly become a
branch of the great Grand Trunk sys-
tem stretching from ocean to ocean.

Chairman Redmond called attention to
the interest manifested by the large
attendance at the hearing and said that
the matter doubtless was one which

vitally concerned a good many people.
He expressed surprise that representa-
tives of the other railroad owning a line
to the quarry had not been present to
make objections. He ssid that railroad
competition in a community did not
always work for the best interests of
the people, but that when it became evi-

dent, as was the case at the hearing,
that one railroad wan not sufficient,
authority should be given for the con-

struction of another. He said that if
evidence strong enough in opposition had
been presented, the petition might have
been denied.

FOUR PERSONS DEAD

IN CANADIAN WRECK

Quebec and Montreal Trains Collided at

a Point About 30 Miles From Mont-

real Yesterday After-

noon.

Montreal,' Jan. 9. Four persons were
killed and five injured when a train from
Quebec dashed into a train from Mont-

real at St. Vincent de Paul station, about
30 miles from this city yesterday.

Both trains were crowded with pas-

sengers, bound for their country homes
after attending special Epiphany serv-

ices in Quebec and Montreal. Accord-

ing to the officials of the Canadian Pa-

cific railway, on whose road the wreck
occurred, the train which left Montreal
at 1:30 p. m., was standing west ot
the St. Vincent de Paul station when
the Quebec train overran a siding, with
the result that the baggage car and
the passenger coach following were tele-

scoped. The lives of three passengers in
the day coach were crushed out, and a

brakeman uamed De Harnais was also
killed.

A large number of passengers in both
trains suffered severely from cuts and
bruises and shock, but only five persons
were badly hurt. These included J. C.
Hamilton," engineer of the Quebec train,
and Conductor O F. Frechette.

stroyed y by fire, the property loss

being estimated at $6,000,000. Three

men lost their lives by leaping from

the roof of the building.
Millions of dollars in cash and cer-

tificates were locked in the vaults of

the Assurance society and of the bank-

ing and trust companies, but it is not

believed that this treasure was affected

by the flames.
There were many hair-breadt- h escapes

during the progress of the flame.

.president of the Mer-

cantile Safe Deposit company, was im-

prisoned with three employes of the state
institution in the vaults of the company,
Hnd they were rescued after the firemen
had sawed through several two-inc- h steel
bars. One man is believed to have lost
bis life in the vaults.

Deputy Fire Chief Walsh of the fire

department is thought to have lost his

life. He entered the building and has
not been seen since. His men say that
their chief's body is in the ruins.

The fire was in the heart of the finan-

cial district of the city, and the flames
were fought mainly from the tops of
the towering skyscrapers. Business
was brought to "almost a standstill
emong the banking and brokerage houses,
whose employes could not reach the
scene of their daily activities. The fi- -

nancial firms stopped their business to
rare for the firemen.

IN WILSON'S MESSAGE

Governor of New Jersey Presented His

First Annual Message To-da- y

to the Legislature of His

State.

Trenton, N. J., Jan. 9. Woodrow Wil-

son, governor of New Jersey, sent his

first annual message to the legislature
to-da- He deals almost exclusively
with economy and the necessity of co-

ordinating and simplifying the state
government. Such matters,'" says the
governor, admit of no partisan bias, and
"whatever differences of judgment may
arise with regard to them, they need
Jiave no feeling of party flavor. We
can get at the heart of things if we

choose, and we 'could not render the state
greater service than by so doing.

Wastefulness and inefficiency are them-

selves virtually forms of graft. They
afford fruitful opportunities for every
kind of abuse.

"ft is to the questions of efficiency
mid economy, therefore, that I first in-

vite your serious attention."
The governor points out that the num- -

Richard T. Crane, Manufacturer, Died

Last Night in Chicago.

Chicago, Jan. 0. Richard T. Crane,
head of the Crane' company and foe of
universities and higher educational in-

stitutions, died at his home last night
after a three (lays' illness with the

grippe. The death of Mr. Crane was sud-

den as his illness had not been consid-

ered serious. Examination by physicians
led to the belief he suffered from an at-

tack of heart disease.
Mr. Crane, who was nearly 80, was

without the advantages, or disadvan-

tages as he characterized it, of univer-

sity training, and had worked his way
to tlie tieaa oi a large mm wi

j company.

STILL UNSOLVED.

Poison Believed to Have Caused Death
of Four.
