Man Lying on a Lounge in a Dark Room

Overhears Offer of Bribe.

In the March American Magazine, Sen-

ator Ij Follette, writing hi autobiogra-
phy, tells the story of his long struggle
to get the Wisconsin state legislature
to pass a direct primary law. He had
many experiences with bribers. Follow-

ing is his account of one of them:
"During the session in the

assembly on the primary bill, F. was
called from the floor into the clerk's
room by a member of the Senate, who
offered him fivp hundred dollars to vote
against the bill. 1". told the-- lobbyist
that he would not dure to go back to
his constituents if he voted against that
bill, as he had solemnly promised them
when nominnted to vote for it. F. said
he would like to do anything the senator
wanted him to and he would, like the
five hundred, but he did not dare to vio
late his pledge. After more of this talk,
they left the clerk's room. The room
was not lighted.

"At the time there was lying on a
lounge in that room Assemblyman t"!.,

who was ill, and had been brought from
a siek room to attend upon this impor-
tant session. He recognized l'.'s voice
a iid also tlie name oi tne senator, wnicn
F. repeatedly used during the negotia-
tions. Assemblyman CJ. reported the
whole matter to who informed
me. We agreed that here was a case
that we could take into the court if O.
would swear to the facts as reported to
Lenroot. It was hoped that a successful
prosecution might check the bribers in
their raid on our legislation.

President Taft is honorary president,

and Secretaries Knox and Xagel, Senator
Cullom and Representative Sulzer hon-

orary of the general
American committee of the congress.
While tho sessions are to be held in

Boston, under the auspices of the Boston
chamber of commerce, the event will be
made national in its scope by a tour
of many of the leading industrial cen-

ters of "this coutnry, to bo made by 1U0

or more of the distinguished foreign del-

egates in a special train after the close
of the business sessions.

Business organizations in all civilized
countries of the woj-lrf-

, and particularly
in South America and far eastern-countrie- s,

are being invited to send dele-

gates.
A resolution Is now pending before

the Congress of the United States which
extends official government recognition
to the international congress and under
which the United Stales government w ill
itself extend invitations to tile govern-
ments of the world, in addition to the
business organizations, to be represented.

The international congress ot cham-
bers of-- commerce and industrial and
commercial associations is an organiza
tion representing the business men ot
the entire world. The purpose of the
congress is to facilitate the commercial
intercourse of nations, and to promote
cordial relationship between them. It
strives to secure harmony of action on
all international questions affecting com
merce and trade bv enlisting the co

operation of the various nations to ob-

tain uniform laws with reference to
commercial matters. To this end it
considers at its biennial sessions ques-
tions of international scope? x affecting
business and business relations. The
recommendation adopted by vote of the
delegates are carried out by a perma-
nent committee, the. headquarters - of
which are at Brussels, and which keeps
in touch with the constituent organiza-
tions and the governments of all coun-
tries.

This congress will give consideration
to a number of important questions af-

fecting international commercial rela-
tions. The questions to be considered
will be selected by the permanent com-
mittee from among those suggested by
the constituent organizations, and.
will be announced in advance of the
congress.

These congresses have attained a not-

able place in the business life of Europe,
