APPLE CROP APPEARS LIGHT.

Hampden County Improvement League

Inquires About It.
The Hampden county (Mass.), im

provement league already has handled
many barrels for the fruit growers in
that and neighboring counties, thus sav-

ing them at least two cents per barrel
and also saving them between three and
four cents on freight per barrel by get
ting their neighbors together and order
ing their necessary barrels in carload
lots. The league reports that many of
the largest and best growers report very
light crops of apples this year. Many
causes are given for this condition; the
most common reason given for a light
yield is the great damage done by late
spring frosts, which caught the apples
while they were in bloom. Many early
apples were frozen after they were set.
The apple scab is doing considerable
damage all over the county. The codling
moth, plum curculio, apple maggots and
San Jose scale are all taking their usual
annual share of the apple and other
fruit crops. Continued drouth is affect
ing sod orchards, but those which are
being well cared for do not seem to
show any serious damage by drouth.

The league desires to advise fruit
growers and others who are contemplat
ing purchasing new apple barrels this
year that they can be purchased through
the league during the next ten days for
33 cents per barrel and probably four or
five cents cheaper than the same bar-
rels can be bought as the harvest sea-

son of apples approaches. The league
claims that these barrels are as good as
any samples which have been received
at the ollice, if not better.

Much help is also being given fruit
growers by saving them from 7 per
cent, to 33 3 per cent, on all baskets,
apple boxes, packing accessories, ladders,
etc., which they need for the adequate
handling of this year's crop.

GLACIERS OF THE ALASKAN COAST.

Some Are Retreating But Many Are

Growing Larger.
It is very probable that more Ameri-

can travelers are familiar with the pic-

turesque fiords and glaciers of Scandi-
navia than have viewed the incomnar
able scenery of their own Alaska, where
the somber inlets arc bounded by sheer
and towering cliffs and where the great
fields of g snow-ic- e lose them
selves in some bay or inlet or pitch off
suddenly into the ocean itselt. The
stream of visitors to this splendid Amer-
ican scenery is annually increasing in
numbers, and to those who indorse the
"See America First" program Alaska of-

fers a magnificent field.
Alaska glaciers were probably first

known as the result of Captain Cook's
and Admiral Vancouver's explorations in
1778 and 1794, some of the maps of the
early voyagers showing that certain of
the bays or fiords were ended by vertical
walls of ice, from which blocks fell into
the sea. In more recent years discus-
sions of these huge glaciers have been
given in the reports of Dall, Oilbert,
Tarr, Brooks, Grant, Mendenhall, Martin
and others, of the United States geo-

logical survey, and in the publications
of such organizations as the National
Geographic society and the Harriman
Alaska expedition.

The most recent contribution on the
great glaciers of Alaska is bulletin il!(i of
the Lnited States geological survey,
"Coastal Glaciers of Prince William
Sound and Kenai Peninsula, Alaska," by
V. S. brant and Ii. . Miggins. I lie re
port is profusely illustrated with photo-
graphs and with maps of the individual
glaciers, as well as two comprehensive
maps of I'rince W illiam sound and the
southwestern part of Kenai peninsula,
showing the location of scores of gla-
ciers. The report is in fact a guide and
handbook to this wonderful scenic re
gion which must prove invaluable to the
tourist.

Many valuable data and important
measurements of glaciers in the United
States, Alaska, and elsewhere have been
brought together from time to time, and
it is probably the general impression
that since the vast ice sheet which cov-

ered the northern part of Xorth America
began its retreat the glaciers of the con-

tinent have been continually shrinking.
It is therefore interesting to note from
the illustrations and descriptions in bul-

letin -(! that some of these Alaskan gla
ciers are progressing and growing larger
rather than retrogressing, many huge
forests being upturned and devastated
bv the irresistible advance of the ice. In
other glaciers the retreat within a peri
od of 10 years has been more than a

le. The great magnitude of some of
these glaciers is seen in the descrip-
tions, which indicate the height of the
tidal ice cliffs that form the termini of
the glaciers ss being from 300 to 400 feet.
Slowly moving down the mountain val-lev-

some of them steeply pitched and
others relatively flat, these stupendous
ice fields include billions of tons of ice.

Many young Americans can find here
memorials of their alma mater, for
along College fiord are Vale glacier. Har
vard glacier, Smith glacier, Hrvn fllawr
glacier, anil assar and eiicsicy gia
ciers.

WAS HIT BY LIGHTNING.

Yet C. P. Stickney of Brookline, Vt,
Lives to Tell of It

Through some miracle C. P. Stickney
of Brookline, a well-know- n dairy farm-

er and producer of sugar maple goods
under the firm name or u. r. Miekney &

Son, escaped electrocution when a bolt
of lightning struck him the evening of
July IS, and although he was burned
seriously he la making a good recovery.
After hearing the facts one scarcely can
understand how he happened to escape
death.

The bolt traversed five miles of the
telephone wire, snuffing out II tele
phones and at the naptist parsonage
melted the water pipe in the cellar. At
the round schoolhouse it melted the tele
phone wire. In entering the house of C.
P. Stickney it destroyed the utilty of the
wire and made a complete wreck of the
telephone, terrorizing the family. Hors-

es standing in a near-b- y stable jumped
from the floor.

Mr. Stickney, sitting in his arm chair
in the dining" room, was struck uncon-

scious, but recovered. The bolt tore
ojien the shirt sleeve on the left arm,
owned the left trouser'leg in several
places and ripped the top of the left
shoe. The bolt made a blistering burn
in several places on the left arm and
passed to the left side of the body, cov-

ering nearly one-thir- d of that side,
thence down the left leg, leaving several
large scorched eruptions of the skin, and
at the ankle torq the skin nearly three
inches. It burned a bole through the
sole of the shoe.

The current also crossed the abdomen
and went down the right leg, leaving a
scorched trail, and passed out through
the sole of the right shoe.

Mr. Stickney says he fought the hard-
est fight for life during the night in his
life. He says that the white of an egg
beaten up and blown on the blistering
burns surpasses all other remedies used
in alleviating the intensity of the pain.
