MRS. EATON
DENIESMURDER

Closes Six Hours' Examina-
tion with Assertions of
Her Innocence

WAS “FOND”
OF ADMIRAL

Widow Declares He Was a
Drug Eater and a
- Drunkard

Plymonth, Mass,, Oct. 27.—An insist-
ont deninl thut she ever gave her hus-
band poison of any sort brought to a
dramatic close Saturday the direct ex-
amination of Mrs. Jennie May EKaton,
widow of Rear Admiral Joseph G. Eat-
on, with whose murder she is churged.

Sitting in the witness box where she
had passed the entire duy reviewing the
story of her life, Mrs. Eaton leaned for.
ward a little in her earnestness, but her
faca still bore a trace of its habitual
casy smile as her counsel, William A,
Morse, put the concluding questions as
to her guilt.

“Do. vou know anything about pois-
ont" she wns asked.

“No, sir, I do not,” she replied.

*“Did you ever see sny poison?”

“ never saw any in my life! no, sir."

“Did yvou have any white arsenic in
your possession mt any time?”

“No, sir.”

“Did you administer any white arsenic
to your hushand !

“Why, that i8 the most absurd thing
Y ever heard of, No, sir, never in my
life."

“Did you ever give your husband any
other poison

“No, never."

Attorney Morse then announced that
the direct examination was ended and
gdjournment was taken until to-day,
when the state will cross-examing the
defendant.

Mrs. Enton deseribed her life with the
ndmiral as that of o wife devoted to
his comfort and striving to lift from his
shoulders the burden of debt under
which he labored. She said she had sae-
rifiond her furs and her jewels to as

At that time I
knew mothing of his financial eondition.

Man Who Fired First Shot of Spanish
War Is Dead.
