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UNKNOWN MEN
SEIZED BODY

Responsibility for Recovery
of Vergara's Remains
Is Not Placed

GOV. COLQUITT SAYS
IT'S A MYSTERY

Party of Nine Men Crossed
the Border into Mexico
Sunday Morning

Austin, Toxas, March 0.—Official in-

terest hege to-day in the recovery of the
body of Clements Vergard, the Texas
yanchman, centered in the expected re
port of Captain J. 1. Sanders command-

ing the Texns Hangers at Laredo, one
of the men to whom the body was given
in charge.

Captain  Sanders’ troop of rangers
was first reported to have crossed into
Mesico and recovered the body from a
eometery in Hidalgo, but after conversa.
tion with Captain Sanders over the tele-
phone at midnight Governor  Colguitt
corrected this and kaid the men respon-
sible for the recovery are unknown.

Laredo, Texas, March 0.—A party of
men who seeretly crossed into Mexico
Sunday morning brought to the Ameri-
can side the multilsted body of Clem-
ente Vergar, Texas ranchman, and es-
tablished the fnct of his execution after
hie was seized by Mexican federals,

The party were not opposed, aceom-
plishing their senrch without the slight-
est violence, taking the body from a
grave in Hidalgo cemetery almost with-
in sight of the Texas border. The seir-
ure walk divested of possibly grave as-
pects in international complications by
reustn of the faet that the men were
virtuslly making use of the permission
granted officially by Mexivan federal au-
thorities several days ago for recovery
of the body, This permission had been
given to United States Consul Alonzo
Garrett at Nuevo Laredo, but he did not
get the body because of what he veport.
ed s dangers attending search for it in
the Immediate vicinity of Hidalgo.

Vergara was shot twice through the
hend and onee through the neck, his skull
wans crushed as by a blow from a rifle
butt amd the charred fingers of the left
hand indieated that he had been tortured
before being put to death,

Identification wos made by Vergara's
won and by numerous friends, many of
whom were in the party of nine which
made the grim journey to the Hidalgo
cemetery during the early morning hours
of Sunday. The bady was not badly
decomposed.  In addition to recognizing
the fentures, young Vergara took a bit
of cloth from the trousers on the body
and matched it with the coat which his
father wore the day he crossed the Rio
Girnnde,

The body was brought into the United
States at a point 45 miles northwest of
Laredo, opposite Hidalgo, and near the
Vergara ranch. Pending the arrival of
the undertaker from Laredo, an armed
foree stood guard over the hl"ll]_\',

A secret investigation, in which many
Mexicans had been questioned, is under-
stood to have preceded the trip into Mex-
ito, Leading the force was u man who
ciwimed to have been n witness to both
the execution and burial of Vergara.

The force gathersd near the Vergara
ranch not far from the spot where Ver-
pars erossed the river to meet the Mexi-
ein Tederals who had promised him =
remunerntion for stolen horses. Moving
silently, they begun the overland march
to Hidalgo, a distance of about five
niiles, They avoided the town, it is said,
and under cover of the night met no. |
body to question the purpose of their
Journey.

body had been rudely intorred, with lit-
ile effort to protect it from the soil.

With their burden on a stretcher, ear-
ried by six of Vergura's friends, the sol-
emn procession started unchallenged on
the return journey which bronght Clom-
ente Vergara home again to the United
States,

Disappearance of Vergara.
Vergara left his ranch, near Palafox,
Tex., Friday, February 13, and ecrossed
the river into Mexico in answer to a
mesgage from theee federnl soldiers that
Captain Apolinio Rodrignez, of the Hi-
dulgo garrison, wished to seitle for 11
horses taken from Vergnra's island pas-
ture in the Rio Grande, Mrs, Vergam
pleaded with her husband not te risk
sefaure by the Mexicnns, but, disregard
ing her prophetie warning, he crossed

ihe river with his young nephew,
Mrs, Vergara has sinee told how she

saw her hushund assanlted by the peait
ing soldiers and, after being knocked un
conscious, earried off. Vergara's nephow
escnped and hid in the brush until he
could recross the river,

On the following day Mrs., Vergam
went in senroh of her hushand and found

him in the Hidalgo jail. So far s
knpown there was no charge agninst him.
He had been cruelly beaten, accordine

he was buried in the new grave. It wns
finally determined to the satisfaction of
the Ameriean investigators that he had
been executed.

Persistent deninl was made by the
Mexican federnls, however, and prior to
this Gen. L. Alvarez, commander at Pied-
rns Negras, lad promised American Con-
sul Blocker there that Vergarn would
be released and his captors called lo ac-
count. 'This allayed the fowrs of his
friends until his continped absence start-
ed an exhaustive investigation, in which
the United States government took o
part,

Consul Garrett proceaded to Hidulgo,
and personally interviewed Captain Rod-
riguex, the man held responsible for Ver-
garn's kidnapping, but the federal cape
tain said Vergara had been sent to Pied-
ras Negras, but had escaped en routg,
anid that the federals were certain he
tad joined the constitutionalists.

Consul Garrett, however, after inter-
viewing numerous Mexicans and others,
reportad officially that Vergara had been
exectited. He added that he was con-
vineed from the federals’ attitude while
he was in Hidalgo, that it would have
been dangerous for him to demand sur-
render of the body. The investigation
wag ordered continued by the state do-
partment, and the state of Texas also
ordered an investigntion by the Texas
rangirs, the state militia police who
guard the border.

The island pasture of Vergara, where
it first was reported the ranchman had
been assaulted, complicated the affair hy
the question whether it was Mexican or
American territory, until it was found
that Vergara had been actunlly seized
on the Mexican mainland. This rendered
those responsible safe from prosecution
in Texus,

As the horses were alleged to have
been taken from this pasture, however,
and county records showed it belongs
to the state of Texas, Mrs. Vergurn
filed an afMdavit charging Captain Rod-
riguez and three of his men with horse
theft,

Governor Colquitt requested permis.
sion of the United States state depart.
ment to send Texas rangers across the
border to pursue the “abductors and
murderors” of Vergars, und was told hy
Secretary of State DBryan that the
United States government alone eould
take authority for sending an armed
foree into n fToreign  country. Later
when Mrs. Vergura made the charge of
horse theft, Governor Colguitt asked of
the state department “whom the United
States recognized as constituted author-
ity in northern Mexieo” so that he might
make requisition under the Mexican
treaty for the men named.

This question never was answered to
the satisfaction of Governor l._\l.}nitl
and the governmor announced that to
solve the gquestion, he would requisition
both the federal and constitutionslist
governors of the states of Neuvo Leon
and Chihuabua, This was on Friday
and so far as known, the requisition
has not been issued.

Vergara's ssleure and  disappearanes
east the Texas border country in this
section into a turmoil. Many bitter ox-
pressions  have been heard. and while
there has been no sign of disorder, ferl-
ing has run high. Dissatisfuction wns
especinlly keen beeaunse of what Ver-
gara’s friends considered an unjustifiable
deluy in demanding the return of his
body for burial, and there had hesn ru-
morg that an attempt might be mule
to obtain it. Interest in the coase was
intense last night.

Named in Mra, Vergara's complaint
were Captain Apolinio Rodriguez and
the following privates of the Hidalgo
garrison; Nito Rierra, Juan Vastillon
and Andres Rodriguez. It has been said
that they were transferred to another
post after the Vergara incident became
public

Their arrest was promised by Gen.

AND 6 ARE DEAD

Fatalities in St. Louis Fire
May Be Increased When
Ruins Are Searched

7-STORY STRUCTURE
WAS DESTROYED

Frequent Boiler Explosions
Drove the Firemen
Back

St. Louis, Mo,, March 0,—8ix persous
are known to be dead and fifteen are
not aecounted for as the result of a fire
which destroyed the seven-story build-
ing of the Missouri Athletie club early
this morning. The was still burn-
ing flercely at eight o'clock, the firemen
having been driven back by boiler ex-
plosions recurring at frequent intervals,
A portion of the building was occupied
by the Boatman's bank.

The exnct number of the dead within
the mnss of brick, rock and twisted iron,
where the magnifiennut clubhouse stood,
may known
Officers of the elub differ as to the num-
ber of persons in the building when the

fire wlarm was given. One hundred and
thirty-five mgistered at the club last
night.

The property dumage is estimated at
FL000,000, At daylight only & part of
the front and rear walls remnined, The
roof had eaved in, earrying with it sev-
ernl fMloors, and then the side walls col-
hipsed. '
