The Montrllar oity council hus decided
to consolldate the offices of water super-
intendent and clty at & oom-
bined salary of 81,500, the samo as pro-
vided for under the consolidation of the
two offices In Darre, The aotion was not
taken until after considerable discussion
on the meeting Wednesday night; and
the proposition is partially conditicual,
it being voted to retain the servioes of
the present water superintendent, J. J.
Glinney, until Sept, 1, and that if the
eity engineer (to be appointed mean-
while) shall prove himself competent, ho
shall then be given charge of the office
of water superintendent,

The resolution for consolidation, which
was voted four to three, reads as fol-
lows:

“That we appoint a city engineer whose
salary will be $125 per month and who
dhall assume the duties of this office as
s0on as possible; that said city engineer
shall also be the water commissioner for
this city, but the present water commia-
sioner be requested to remain and have
full charge until Sept. 1 next, and that
on Sept. 1 next if the city engineer ia
considered competent by the city couneil,
he, the city engineer, will also assume
the duties of water commissioner, and on
assuming such duties one-half of his sal-
ary shall be charged to the water fund
and one-half be charged to the general
fund.”
