London, May 20, 11:52 a, m.—Terrific
fighting is vontinuing along the San river
in Galicis, with the Austro-German forees
making progress exvept at Sieniawa, iU
miles north of Przemysl, where, avcori-
ing to the claims of Petrograd and the
ndmission of Vienna. the Austro-Hungar-
fan foree is being thrown back.

The latest report given out by the
French army headquarters tells of dea-
perate fighting on the western Ffront,
where the Germans are fighting stoutly
to prevent the allies’ progress.

CANAL SHIPS IN DANGER.

Those Leaving Suez Canal Are Liable To
Attack,

London, May 20.—The inference Lhat
the German-Turkish alliance proposes to
begin # submarine warfare against ves-
sels leaving the Suez canal lns beon
drawn from a note recently issued by the
Turkish government.

A message to the Reuter Telegram Co,
from Constuntinople, by way of Amster-
dam, says the note in question, which is
addressed to friendly neutral powers,
reads as follows:

“The imperial Ottoman governmuent,
considering that the British government
has not fulfilled its obligations under-
taken towards neutral powsrs by the con.
vention of 1888 to keep no warships in
the Suez canal, but is even now fortify-
ing this canal, and that the French gov-
ernment with nostile intent against the
Ottoman empire, has landed troops in

, has, by these facts, been placed
under the necesmsity of taking military
measures for the protsction of its im-
perial territory of which Egypt forms a
.part, and to extend hostilities to the Sucr
eanal"

The note adds that if these measures
prejudics nmentral ships or goods, it is
clear that the responsibility will rest
with the British and the French govern-
ments,

AUSTRIAN LOSSES
BY ITALY'S RELATOR

The Stery of the Progress of the New
War Also Admits Destruction
of Italian Destroyer.

Rome, via Parls, May 20— A communi-
eation issued by the Italisn ministry of
marine gives the details of the Austrian
Josses up to the present as follows:

“On v 24, the Austrian torpedo
bhoat 8-20, having approsached the canal
at Porto Corsinl, was so seribusly dam-
aged by the fire from our masked bat-
teries that she was foreed Lo be convoyed
to Pala. The torpedo boat destroyer
Sohrafsohutee, which was operating with
the 820 slso was damaged. suffering the
loss of many of her orew, She called the
weoit  ship Novara 1o her assistance,
which also was struck severn]! times and
also had several of her crew killed, in-
cluding an offowy.

“Navy dirvigible M-2 flew over Seben-
ico (Dalmatia) yesterday nand threw
bambs, which hit several torpedo boat
destroyoers belonging to a group anchored
at the mouth of the viver, The dirigible
was violenfly bombarded but returned
undsmaged.”

New York, May 20 A lotier from Ma-
jor-General  Edward  Stusrt-Wortley,
comnmander of the British army corps
in France. is made public hore by his
brother, Ralph Btuart-Wortley of New
York, giving this distinguished officer’s
tribute to the behavior of a Canndian
division in France, and desoribing the
horrors which resulted from the use of
asphxiating gases hy the Germans,

The effect of these gases upon the men
who inhale them. he says, has been to
turn all the tissues of the lungs into
liquid, and during the two davs that it
tukes for the men to die, the vietims are
“the most lopeless, helpless, sickening
sight imaginable.”
