chinery can be utilized again. There
was partial insurance. .

The plant was boiog operated by
Frank W. Elliott of Burlington and was
Vminir rnnheil to eanacitv to fill a con
tract which waa sub-le- t from a Winooski
concern. In order o expedite the com-

pletion of the contract electric lights
were installed and were turned on for
the first time last night for the night
gang to work. They completed their la
bors for the night at 3:au ociock.

Shortly before 6 o'clock Mrs. Fairfield
Minkler, who lives nearby, looked out
of her uinrlow and saw the mill all
ablaze. The fire seemed to have made

the gileatest headway in the hoiter
room; but the cause of the outbreak
l.u nnf I toon determined, although the
theorv is held that the flames started
from the electric wiring.

Th mill waa located half a mile from
the North Duxbury station and it gave

employment to a consinera part m
the male population of this section. If
Iho mill ia not rebuilt it will mean a se

rious setback to the place. Last spring
a quantity oi new maenmery a in-

stalled iu the mill.

THO' CENTURY OLD,

SHE IS STILL YOUNG

Mrs. Sophia Marcella Webb of East

Granville Proved It by the Heatinesa

of Her Participation in Birth-

day Celebration.

Tiandolph, Kept. 7 An event of great
interest was celebrated at the home oi
Lucius Webb in East Granville on Mon-

day afternoon, Sept. 0, it being the 100th

birthday anniversary of Mr. Webb's
mother, Mrs. Sophia Marcella Webb. For
several days previous to the time, prep-
arations had been made by the family
for an informal reception from 2 to 5

o'clock; but many who were unable to
be present on the afternoon, called upon
her on Sunday afternoon, where they
found her ready to receive her guests,
given them a warm welcome. On the
afternoon of the reception, she w'ore a
becoming gown of black crepe de chine,
with dainty white lace front, neck and
sleeve trimmings, with a small knot of
lavendar ribbon at her neck and upon
her perfectly white hair, which made her
an attractive picture upon which to
look.

One would never judge Madam Webb

past 80 years of age. Her mind is still
active, and she enjoys the society and
companionship of her friends and re-

ceives in a very charming manner. Large
number of guests made the journey
there to grasp her hand, and bid her
much happiness. Madam Webb is yet
able to occupy her time by doing needle
work, and many were given silk holders,
the work of her own hands on the days
of her reception.

She recalls being present at the birth
of many who have long Bince gone to
their rest and was able to give choice
items of history, all of which were in-

teresting. Beautiful gifts from loving
friends were in abundance, including two
wonderful birthday cakes with decora-

tions and candles, the cakes bearing the
inscriptions of 1815-191- The guests
were served to cake and punch and the
afternoon was one of great enjoyment.

Madam Webb was born in Sandisfield,
Mass., Sept. 6. 1815. In 1835 she mar-

ried Amos Doud of '
Montgomery, Mass.,

who died two years later. One son. Hen-

ry A. Doud, was born to them, who aft-
er reaching the age of maturity, went
to Missouri, married and at the outbreak
of the Civil war, enlisted in the Confed-
erate army, and went into service. He
wa killed at the battle of Springfield,
Mo., leaving a wife and two children,
who later returned to Massachusettes.

The eldest of these daughters, Miss
Minnie Doud of Millington, Mass., was

present at the celebration of her grand-
mother's birthday. In July, 1840, Mrs.
Doud married Luseius Webb of Homer,
N'. Y., and later resided in Otis. Mass.
Five children were born to them, of
whom four are now living, and three
of whom were present on Monday. The
eldest son, Chsrles A. Webb, resides in
San Diego, and it is a singular circum-
stance that he at the beginning of the
Civil war, enlisted in the United States
army, and served his term there. Ma-

dam Webb thua gave one son to the
army of the South and one to the army
of the Xorth. This son was not present
nt his mothers anniversary. A daugh-
ter, Mrs. Love Braley of Oookston,
Minn., and her daughter, Mr. Love Beat-

rice Wood, were present at the anni-

versary. Mrs. Fannie Vinton, another
daughter, and Lucius Webb, with whom
he has lived and who have been faithful

in their care and attention to her, made
up the number. The Webb fsmily moved
to Braintree in 1802, and four years later
moved to the place which they now oc-

cupy in Fust tJranville.
From her firt marriage. Madam. Webb

has four great grandchildren, and five

great great grandchildren. By the sec-

ond marriaee. there are nine grandchild-e-

n, nine great grandchildren, and one
great grandchild. Hers i indeed a re-

markable life.

get back. So doubt their wives pay
for a pair of gloves. ,

"This agreement will be signed for

three years when you men and women

stop scabbing on union clerks. You buy-

ing people, who are paying money to
non-unio- n clerks, why do you want to
assist the merchants in whipping the
little clerks' union? This should be a
rallying point, this desire to
Stand behind them for one week, and
the victory is won." The speaker then
held aloft a union store card and urged
that the purchasing public remember it
when they are buying goods.

In his peroration, Mr. Byrne, briefly
traced the history of the American Fed-

eration of Labor, from the day of its in-

ception 34 years ago to the present time.
To-da- y the United Mine Workers, one
of its branches, he said, numbering 400,-00- 0

people, are more populous than the
entire state of Vermont. The carpenters
are 256,000 strong, and the bricklayers
60,000, the painters 80,000. Here in Ver-

mont, in Burlington, carpenters were

getting 17 cents for ten hours only 14

years ago, and now they are working on
an eight-hour-da- y schedule for 44 cents.
Labor is not organized for selfish ends,
but to bring shorter hours, better educa-

tion, and improved conditions all around
to the workingmen. It is organized to
put women on the same plane with the
men where they arc employed in the
industry. Here in Vermont, it has
brought about the passing of a working-men'- s

compensation law. Its accomplish-
ments are manifold, the speaker went on.

Mr. Byrne tarried long enough to take
a fling at the I. V. W. organization.
The federation, he said, is opposed by
some people who imagine they have
something better, or who are in touch
with the National Association of Em-

ployers and their vast resources. Once a
union is honestly organized for the full
benefit of the workingman, along comes
the I. .W. W. and seeks to destroy it.
It is a wrong policy, and ruinous. There
is room enough to work among unorgan-
ized laborers. Thirty-fou- r years of ex-

istence has demonstrated the value of
the A. F. of L. as against such forces as
the I. W. W., socialistic alliances, and
unfair employers. Mr. Byrne expressed
an occasional belief of his that the I. W.
Ws are side partners of the employers.
The American Federation, he declared, ia

something to anchor to, and why should
workers quarrel amongf themselves while
their employers chuckle over their dif-

ferences.
The apeaker paid a tribute to Presi-

dent Duncan of the granite cutters, by
asserting that he stands so high among
those who know him that no one can
tear him down. He also spoke favorably
of the plan to organize labor by indus-

tries and said he understood that thi
organization policy had been followed
with better than fair success among the
pranite cutters and quarry worker and
allied trades. Mr. Byrne gave hia hear-

ers the benefit of hia long travels and
wide experience in the labor field, and hi

range of vision in labor activities wa
not better reflected than when he was
describing minutely conditions at

Cripple Creek, Trinidad and Butte.
Sometimes, he said, he had seen things
which made him wish for the moment
that he could take the law into hi own
hand, although invariably sober second

thought convinced him that justice lay
only in obeying the law. The speaker
prodded the Colorado Fuel St Iron Co.,
along with John D. Rockefeller, and be-

fore turning to discuss the clerks' ques-
tion, he appealed for support in the
movement to liberate .fohn R. Lawson,
held in connection with happenings in
the Colorado mining district.
