Proper respect for the flag should be
shown by observing the following

rules
The flag should not be hoisted before sunrise nor allowed

to remain up after sunset.
At "retreat," sunset, civilian spectators should stand at

"attention" and uncover during the playinjf of the "Star
Spangled Banner." Military spectators are required by regula-
tions to stand at "attention" and give the military salute.

When the flag is "flown at half staff as a sign of mourn-

ing', it should be hoisted to full staff at the conclusion of the
funeral.

In placing the flag at half staff, it should first be hoisted
to the top of the staff and then lowered to position, dropping
it from the top of the staff the distance of the width of the
flsg, and preliminary to lowering from half staff, it should
first be raisod to the top.

Where several flas arc displayed on poles with the na-

tional flap, the Stars and Stripes shout J be hoisted first and
on the tsllcrt and most conspicuous staff. Where two flags
are displayed, one our national flag, it should be placed on
the right. To ascertain the right of a building, face in the
same direction as the building.) No flag should ever be flown
from the name staff as the U. S. flag, except in the navy;
then only during divine service, when the church pennant
mav be displayed above the national flag-ZI- od above country.

When, in parade, the national flag is carried with any
other flaR, it should have the plate of honor, at the right.
If a number of flags are carried, the national flag should
either precede the others or be carried in the center, above
the others, on a higher staff.

When flags are used in unveiling a monument, tablet or
statue, they should not fall to the ground, but be carried aloft,
forming a distinctive feature of the ceremony.
