As the result of studies which have
been made at the forest products labera-
tory on methods of handling wood chips
suitable for paper pulp, it is announced
that Wisconsin paper companies are now
negotinting with the railronds for ship-
ment to their factories of experimental
trainloads of chips of western woods
adapted to paper making,

grades of paper can be made from a num-
her of western woods, The experts now
estimate that some of these woods, when
ont into chips and dried and baled, can
bhe delivered to the mills in Wisconsin at
a very smull advanee over the cost of
chips made from loeal timber.
