FORTIFICATION'S FAIL.

The fall of Bucharest demonstrates

again the futility of fortifications against
the attack of armies equipped with ar-

tillery like that possessed by the Ger-

mans. Fortification after fortification
in Belgium crumbled before the huge
armament of the Teutons; and Verdun
itself would have fallen had it been de-

pendent upon its fortifications rather
than upon the trenches of men arranged
before the citadel. The most strongly
fortified cities in the world have been

comparatively defenseless before the big

guns. Realizing that fact, the Ruma-

nians wisely decided to surrender their

capital rather than to have it laid waste

by the shelling of the German guns.
Thus the capture of Bin barest was but a
mere incident of the conquest of the 50.-f)(-

square miles of Rumania now under
domination by the central powers. The

city virtually was captured when the
Rumanian lins first beptn to weaken at
distances varying from a dozen to 4- -

miles away from the city boundary. The

fortifications about the city could not
withstand the concentrated fire of the
