RUSSIA HAS OWN
PEACE IDEAS

Always Ready to End Conflict, But Will
Not Treat Separatsly with
the Teutons,

Petrograd, April 20, vis London, May
L—It is evident from foreign telegrams
that the attitude of the Pussian demoe-
racy toward peace has beer misconstrued
and distorted by the foreim press, The
desire for peace has hecone more wide-
spread and articulate sina the revolu-
tion, but it is based on eitirely differ-
ent conceptions from thos entertained
during the old regime.

Thege new conceptions have nothing
to do with a premature pesce with Ger-
many. As a matter of they have
not yet taken any definite form, simply
omanating from the new wopirit of de-
mocracy which wishes to bold a founda-
tion for a durable world pesca. The idea
of a separate peace died 'rre with the
old regimo, There is no talk of this even
among the most advanc| Socialistic
factions. These are eager ‘or pesce and
favor & conference of thP working men
of the countries at war, but yntil such
an event be possible unanimously declare
their patriotic desire to ontinue the
war. NSpeaking on this subjpct Premier
Lvofl said:

“There has been up to the present no
mention anywhere in Russia of the pos-
efblity of concluding a sepuate peace
between free Ruassia and the jowers of
