ALSIKE CLOVER.

Thrives on Lowlands and in Wet Places
—Hay Is Rich in Protein.

The possibility that a continuance of
the war may affect the supplies of con
cenirates for stock feed makes it wise
at the present time to consider growing |
feeds rich in proteins. (f such feeds the
United States department of agriculture
wishes to eall attention to alsike elover
As A p!l.llt for low wet [rlnrr--. Anilyaes
show that alsike clover hay is slightly
richer in protein than red clover, and
the hay is fine and well liked by stock
For dairy cattle especially it is an excel
lent feed, and a ration of alsike hay
could partly replace a ration of silage
and concentrates where these have been
used, making a saving in concentrates
When properly cured, alsike clover hay i«
bright colored and sweet, making it very
palatable. The plant being &mooth, the
bay is less dusty than red clover hay
It in not advised that alsike be seaded
instead of red clover or alfalfa. Where
these are successfully grown the farm-
er would better to the crops he |
knows will well. Where, however
Innd i« sour and lime cannot be applied,
or where land is wet and red clover and |
alfalfa do not do well, aleike elover can

1
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be seoded this spring with good promise |
of suceess,. Where it is seeded on worn |
or sour upland with a grain nurse « r,.fn,'
there will. of comrse. be ne cutting the

sane season, nnless the season ahould be
unusually and
od on low, damp ground, with:
erop, & pood cutting of hay may be ex- |

pected the same season. Where the land

wet lomg, but when seed

Ul & nurss

is weedy it will be hetter to seed with a
light seeding of onts which may be cut
for hay. In this case, too, n cutting of
clover hay may be expected the same
senson,

The department wishes especially to
call attention to the wet bottoms that
are often waste or weed overgrown lands,
Alsike clover thrives in such places. In
many places in the South it i very sue-
cessfully raised on creck bottoms. In
some cases such lands aro overflowed
more ‘than once in the season, and are
thus risky for cormn or for red clover,
but alsike clover will endure an ocea-
sional spell under water and still make
a hay crop when the land dries agnin.

In the North and West there are many
swales and web places on which the crop
kills out or which are too wet to pre-
pare for corn. Alsike should do well on
such land and return a good crop of
rich hay. On the Patoka river bottoms
of Indiana, for example, alsike is re-
ported ns having made two tons of hay
the season of sowing.

As a rule, alsike makes but one cut-
ting, but where the land i= rich and moist
two cuttings may be secured in the year
following mad]ni,r. Of course, only one
cutting can be expected the season of
seeding.

It is a good plan to seed alsike clover
with timothy, with orchard grass, or with
redtop. When seeded alope the stems
of the clover lie on the ground and make
a mat that is difficult to cut. The grass
serves to hold the clover up and thus
makes cutting easier. The mixture is
also more readily cured. A good mix-
ture for such purpose is alsike clover
five pounds and timothy four pounds per
ucre; or alsike clover five pounds and
orchard grass 10 pous Sueh mixtires
will give most alsike clover enough
grass to hold it up. If more grass is
wanted, incrense the seeding of grass.

Now is the time to attend to this mat-
ter.
clover on all lowlands and wet places.
Some seedings will doubtless fail, but on
the whole the result should be more
good bay for cattle und & consquent sav-
ing of concentrates, resulting in a saving
of cash to the individual and great [ood
suppliea for the country.

the buckwheat orop of the conntry is
now grown. In the more northern states,
buckwheat can be sown anywhere with-
tout refercnce to elevation, but farther
south it is best adupted to the uplands
and mountainous sections. Buckwheat
should be sown on land prepared as for
corn.  t is an excellent crop to sow
where corn or some other arop has been
plunted but where a stand has not been
secured, Best results are obtained whers
the land is plowed early and is well pre-
pared, but good results ean be obtained
by sowing immediately after plowing
and harrowing. '

: Uses of Buckwheat,

|  Buckwheat is valuable as a human
food. It is also an excellent feed for
poultry. The middlings vemaining as

& by-product after milling are, on ace
count of their high protein content, a
valuable feed for dairy cows. The pro-
duction of buckwheat will help to pro-
vide food in many districts this vear for
local eemsumption and thus help to avoid
the danger of shortage due to possible
lack of adequate transportation facili-
tios.
