MILK PRICE REVISION,

Decided on by New England Milk Pro-
ducers’ Association,

At a meeting of the executive commit
teo of the New England Milk Producers’
associntion at the ofice of the associn-
tion, No. 26 Broad street, Boston, Tues
day, it was unanimously decided that a
commitiee nt once thke up with the dis-
tributors in the principal cities of New
England the matter of a revision of
prices to be paid for milk. The meeting
was the outgrowth of the muss meetings
held throughout New England Monday,
May 7, when there was a unanimous sen-
timent expresssd among the producers
that conditions had become intolernble
and that something must be done look-
ing toward their relief.

The exceutive committee is composod
of one member from each state, beside
the president, Frank W. Clark of Wil
liston, Vt., and the severetary, Richard
Putfee, of Laconia, N. H, Each member
understands the situation in his state
and realizes the importance of immedi-
ate action. It was shown that, during
the pust 80 days, the number of duiry
cows in New England had decrensed from
10 to 15 per cent and that, aiter the
pusturage period of June and July, this
decrease will be even more marked un-
less quick relief is at hand.

Grain has doubled in price in a little
over & vear, labor is extremely hard to
find, nithough in many places farmers
are paying $2.50 for eight hours' work,
and butehers are making most atirac-
tive offerings for beef “critters” While
the executive committeec members stated
that they appreciated every effort should
be made to reduce costs, in onder that
the consumption of milk would be in-
creased, they recognized the need of im-
mediate action in order to avert disaster
and, accordingly, authorized n special
committes to begin immedinte conter-
ences with distributors in order to bring
about a revision of the prices which
wonld be satisfactory to all the interests
concerned,
