BRITISH AIRCRAFT
WENT TO DEFENSE

Official War Statement Says
Results Were Not
Known at Noon

London, July 7.—About twenty enemy
airplanes bombarded London to-day, ac-
cording to an official war statement. The
raiders were nttacked by artillery and &
large number of British airplanes. The
results were not known at noon.

The raid ocourred at about 8:30 this
morning. Thousands of persons crowded
the streets, and the police and soldiers
had difficulty in holding them back.
Anti-aireraft guns throughout the city
and the British ariplanes immediately
engaged the hostile craft and for a time
the sound of exploding bombs and the
vicious reply of the guns was deafening.

The raiders appeared so suddenly that
few realized that a raid was in progress
until some bombs were heard. The Ger-
mans traveled at tremendous speed. They
appeared to be at a lower altitude than
in the last raid when they exacted a
heavy toll of life in London.

‘The territory of Ovamboland was in-
cluded within the borders of the German
protectorate of Southwest Africa, but
was ulways left severely anlone by the
German sdministration, The events re-
ferred to in the wireless report occurred
in 1015 and were directly due to the
neglest of the German protectorate to
take precautions against famine.

“Owipg to a succession of droughts,
want began to make itself felt in Ovam-
boland in 1913, and the famine culmi-
nated in a total failure of the crops in
the beginning of 1015

“Immediately after the surrender of
the German forces at Tsurmeb in July,
1015, the starving Ovambos who hither-
to hud been shut in Ovamboland by the
Germin troops operating directly be-
tween them and the Union forees, com-
mencied to stream south out of Ovambao-.
land in search of succor which had been
denied them by the Germans. Over T,
000 Ovambos reached our posts in north
ern  districts and were immediately
placed in hospitals and depots and every-
thing possible done to nurse them back
to health and strength.

ST. JOHNSBURY GIRL
THOUGHT MURDERED:;
BODY NOT FOUND

Alice Bradshaw, 8-Year-01d Cripple, Dis-
appeared Thursday—Two Women
Telling Conflicting Stories
Are Held.

St. Albans, July 7.—Aliee Bradshaw,
the 8-year-old daughter of John M. Brad
shaw, living about eight and a hall miles
north of the center of St Johnsbury
town, waa mutdered Thursday afternoon,
it is wlleged, by Mne. Alvin Kenniston, a
married woman, a neighbor, and Misa
Ettu May Hicks, housekeeper for Mr.
Bradshaw.

The child had infantile paralysiz some
years ago, and was partially paralyzed.
The Hicks woman, it is said, states that
shie was tired of earing for the cinld, and
that the swo women hiud planned for a
week to take Alice's life. At the same
time, it is said, they claim the father
had offered them £4,000 to do the deed,
Evidently the story is not generally cred-
ited by the police, ax the father was not
held. Thea two women are in the county
jail.

It is smid they tell conflicting stories
a8 to whore the murder was committed,
one of them claiming that it was just
outside the dooryard, the other thiat she
was berrying with them and was killed
in the pasture. They agree as to the
manner, saying that Mrs. Kenniston held
the child by the throat and choked her
while the Hicks woman beat her over the
back with a elub,

They claimed at first that they carried
the body down the road in & wagon and
buried it under a rock pile, but the body
was not found there. Later one of them
suid it was tied in a sack-and dumped
into the Passumpsic river. The body
has not been discovered yet,

The murder is thought to have oe-
enrred between |:30 and 3 o'clock Thurs-
aflternoon, as a neighbor saw the

vild at 1:30, but later upon returning
home did not see her. The child’s father
was at work on a neighboring farm,

case vesterdiy morning, snd going to
the farmhouse obtained n confession

from the women. It was announced that
formal charges would be drawn against
them to-day.

When the father got home from his
work Thursday afternoon he inquired for
the child and was told that she had been
lost berrying. A party of about 20 farm-
ersa searched the woods for her
through the night, and they were accom
panied by the Hicks woman. During the
search Tuesday mnight the father and
others of the party became suspicious of
the Hicks womnan,
