Washington, Nov. 15.—Plans for the
sale of the new war saving certificates
have heen announced by Secretary Me
Adpo. The certifientes will he placed on
cale Dec. & and will offer the small in
vestor & means of loaning the govern-
ment sums up to $100 at four per cont
interest, maturing in five years

The certificates will be dated Jan. 2,
1918, and will be ]Jlmul on sale at all
postoffices, trust companies und banks and
At miny rilrond stations, stores and fae-
tories. The interest will be eompounded
quarterly and the certificates are guar
anteed by the whole wealth of the Unit
ed States.

No person may purchase more (hin
£100 worth at a time nor hold more than
£1.000 worth. The certificates will be
evidenced by stamps of two denomina-
tione, Ome will be o war savings stamp
tosting from 8412 to $4.23, according to
the month of purchase and having a ma
turity \nh\n of 85, and the other a thrift
stonmp of 25 cents.

With the first war savings stamp
hovght the purchaser will be given a war
savings certifionte containing spaces for
twenty suech stampe.  If these spuees are
filled during December, 19017, or Jaonary
1018, the cost of each stamp will be 84,12
or BRA40 for the Alled certificate, which
will be taken back by the government
