Amerienn engineers, the first American
troops to be engaged in militury opera
tions in the British front, took a promi
nent purt in the breaking of the Hin-
denburg line last week. Military neces
sity preventad speaking of their pres
ence before, but it is now possible to in
form the [-l‘np'a- of the United States
that the engineers of the American army
had n large part in pushing up the vital
riutlways behind the advancing British
woldie They hiud been working on the
roads in the Somme digtrict nearly four
months and two who were wounded were
the first American casualties announced
from Washington.

The speed with which the lines have
been laid through the broken Hindenburg
defonses during the past week has called
forth the highest praise from the British
authorities.
